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Prologue 

My Kiowa name is Stodlstoi, meaning "Spottedwings." My parents are Christine Two 
Hatchet Kaulaity and Rickey Kaulaity. I was born at the Lawton, Oklahoma, Indian 
Hospital and was educated in the Kiowa lifestyle. It is only fitting that my work as one of 
the principal investigators for the Guide to the Kiowa Collection should become my 
contribution to the Kiowa people and to society. 

When my Kiowa relatives visited each other, there was a lot of happenings, laughing, 
talking, gossiping, storytelling, and renewing of friendships, all in the Kiowa language. 
These memories remain with me, of the many Kiowa relatives, parents, and grandparents, 
and the way they treated each other with respect and love, the looks of happiness at being 
together, and memories of sadness, and the sound of the Kiowa language as they 
spoke—all this has left an indelible image of memories. I remember the long praying at 
night, looking upward into the star-filled sky. The prayers of the elders were for their 
families and the Kiowa people and others. Sometimes they cried because of difficulties and 
the uncertainty people faced as life changed with each new generation, and yet, they were 
thankful for the happiness and life of their children and grandchildren. 

My serious interest in collecting and preserving for posterity the information about the 
Kiowa culture began as a teenager, when one day my thoughts turned to the memories of 
my childhood and of my grandparents, great-grandparents, and their brothers, sisters, and 
many relatives who were with us at the time. These Kiowa people were active, with some 
of them practicing the traditional religious beliefs, ceremonies, and customs of the Kiowa 
ways. I realized that these elders who meant so much to everyone as a family would not be 
with us forever. I decided that, if the future generations of Kiowas were to continue the 
perpetuation of the Kiowa culture, then the task of recording and documenting the Kiowa 
language and stories would be my contribution to them. 

In the summer of 1985, the Kiowa tribal leaders requested that I assist Mrs. Geneva 
Emhoolah, a Kiowa historian, by inquiring at the Smithsonian Institution about Kiowa 
artwork and cultural collections. The Kiowa leaders planned to build a museum with a 
theme based on either the Sun Dance circle or the Medicine Lodge Treaty signing, both 
major events in the history of the Kiowa people. This was the beginning of my work as a 
Native American fellow in the Department of Anthropology, National Museum of Natural 
History, Smithsonian Institution. The purpose was to bring together all Kiowa information 
and collections for compilation into one document as a guide for other researchers. This 
became an intense educational and research experience. I documented all information 
about the Kiowa that occurred in fieldnotes and manuscripts, and I described and further 
identified material culture objects and persons in photographs. Many Kiowa people place 
great importance on knowing about one's ancestry and the names of past relatives. For 
these reasons, the names of Kiowa persons collected by James Mooney are included in the 
publication. To document the correct pronunciations of some Kiowa cultural items, during 
my visits to my home in Oklahoma, I was assisted by Dr. Parker McKenzie, Kiowa 
linguist/historian. 

James Mooney, a Smithsonian ethnologist who studied the Kiowa at the turn of the 
century, began one of the most comprehensive documentation projects ever completed 
about an Indian people in the United States. While reading James Mooney's handwritten 
fieldnotes and his attempt at writing the Kiowa language, I visualized the Kiowa elders, 
and through memory, heard the sounds of the spoken Kiowa language. My parents, 
grandparents, and great-grandparents being fluent speakers of the Kiowa language and my 
knowing the Kiowa language proved to be a valuable asset. 

At the time James Mooney made contact with the Kiowa people, they were among the 
last of the original Indian civilizations living on the southern Plains of the United States 
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maintaining their traditional ways and culture. The Kiowa elders who readily gave 
information to James Mooney realized the importance of having the culture preserved for 
posterity through his writings. The Kiowas at this time were at the threshold of cultural 
transition and knew that the Kiowa ways would become enveloped by the White culture. 
Leaders could foresee that one day the Kiowa culture might be lost forever. The Kiowa 
people of today should be grateful for the efforts of our early day Kiowa historians, and 
especially to James Mooney, for recording our culture, history, and language. 

James Mooney's research touched on many phases of Kiowa life. His monumental study 
would have taken many more years to study, scrutinize, theorize, and write about. My 
knowledge of the Kiowa language gave me insights into his fieldnotes not understood by 
others. The artifact collection is an excellent representation of many Kiowa material 
cultural pieces. James Mooney purchased many cultural items; others were made and paid 
for by commissioning Kiowa craftspersons and artists. These items artistically reflect the 
cultural traditional beliefs of the old ways. Closely studied, one will understand how and 
why the arts are applied to all material items, the hierarchy of the society, and how specific 
roles and relationships reinforce the Kiowa culture. For instance, painted tipis with specific 
designs belonged to one person. These designs could not be copied or used by others; they 
possess sacred and ceremonial meanings to the owner. The rights to use these designs are 
passed on to or inherited only by certain family members. 

The documented information largely collected by James Mooney during his more than 
twenty-five years among the Kiowas, remains little studied since his death in 1921. The 
Smithsonian's collections about the Kiowa include over one thousand documents 
containing detailed information about a multiplicity of aspects of Kiowa life. These aspects 
include the cultural transition of the people in the nineteenth century, the art, photographs 
of individuals, and material cultural objects. My research on the Kiowa language, oral 
traditions, and collections of stories from Kiowa grandparents and elders are comple­
mented by James Mooney's work. 

Important Kiowa elders who worked with James Mooney were Gaapiatan, Stum-
blingbear, the artist Silverhorn (Hangun), Belo Cozad, and Paul Setkopte, who served as 
Mooney's translator. Taybodal, the Indian medicine man and religious leader, was one of 
the most important historians for James Mooney. The name "Taybodal" is translated as 
"Rotten Thigh Meat." This name was derived from the fact that as a young man he packed 
a fresh thigh of meat in his saddlebag and later after a hard day of escaping from the enemy 
pursuing his party, the bag was opened and the meat had spoiled. Taybodal was the father 
of James Two Hatchet's mother. James Two Hatchet is my maternal grandfather. 

Grandpa James was a religious man and lived his life as a minister, farmer, cattleman, 
and, later in life, as the Chairman of the Kiowa Nation Hearing Board (Senate of the 
Kiowas). He often spoke of his mother who encouraged him to care for the home place 
along Two Hatchet Creek near Fort Cobb, Oklahoma. This was one of the ancestral places 
where Kiowas once gathered for encampments. Grandpa was a fluent speaker of the native 
language and knew the Kiowa traditions. Within our family, there were many well known 
Kiowa leaders. There were also well respected medicine women, one of them being 
Spottedwings. My paternal grandmother was Eugenia Hummingbird, "Ianonen," meaning 
"Noise Heard Above." Her grandmother was the Buffalo Medicine Woman, who brought 
the buffalo medicine to the people and taught the buffalo healing rites to her husband and 
sons. For these reasons, grandpa knew that women could attain status and excel in a chosen 
field of work. 

This publication is dedicated to my parents, my two sons, all my grandparents, my 
husband, Svavar Hansson, and especially to the memory of my maternal grandfather, 
James Two Hatchet. His Kiowa name "Pahdongei" translates to "Standing Under The 
Sun." Grandpa James gave constant encouragement and motivation to my work, education 
in anthropology, and the Indian arts. Visiting with him, he emphasized the following: the 
importance to continue the studies of our Kiowa culture; the need for our Kiowa Nation to 
help other Indian people; to motivate ourselves towards becoming a larger part of the 
overall society and yet remain knowledgeable and responsible for the retention of the 
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Kiowa culture. Grandpa James said, "We must continue to know about our past history, 
culture, language, and way of life. People who lose their knowledge of their past do not 
have a foundation of heritage and are no longer a society." 

My heartfelt thanks to the late Dr. Irene Mitchell, University of Science and Arts, 
Chickasha, Oklahoma, and to Dr. Gillett Griswold, former Curator, Fort Sill Military 
Museum, for their extraordinary help, understanding of my work, the native culture, 
guidance, friendship, inspiration, and advice.

Preface 

The North American Indian collections at the Smithsonian Institution are unparalleled 
in size, scope, and significance. Composed primarily of objects, fieldnotes, manuscripts, 
photographs, and artwork, these collections provide an irreplaceable record of American 
Indian culture and history, but their potential as a resource for research, exhibition, and 
cultural heritage projects has not been fully realized. Inventories of the collections have 
been completed but the often extensive documentation associated with them is scattered, 
and different segments of the collections (for example, objects and fieldnotes) tend to be 
stored and inventoried separately. Because of this lack of integration, the collections and 
the knowledge embedded in them are in very practical terms inaccessible to the people 
most interested in them, Indians and non-Indians alike. 

In 1980, when I was hired as the curator of the Smithsonian's western North American 
ethnology collections, I took the resolution of this problem of accessibility as one of my 
principal objectives. I began to develop the idea of a series of guides that would be 
prepared at the Smithsonian by Indian people from different tribes with the Smithsonian 
providing financial and logistical support and publishing the final products. The goal was 
to produce comprehensive surveys of the collections associated with specific tribes, with 
the content of each guide designed to reflect the special needs and interests of those tribes. 
The guides would enable the tribes and their members to consider the Smithsonian 
collections as they planned their museums and other cultural projects and to determine if 
any of these collections required special treatment. They also would allow Indian visitors 
the opportunity to decide in advance which materials they wanted to examine, an important 
consideration because most visitors seldom have more than a few hours to spend at the 
Smithsonian during their visits to Washington. At the same time, the guides would 
facilitate research on the collections by eliminating the need for researchers to undertake 
the time-consuming task of inventorying the collections and assembling the documenta­
tion on them. 

My idea for these guides remained simply a vision until 1985 when I met with Geneva 
Emhoolah, a member of the Kiowa Tribe of Oklahoma, to discuss the loan of Smithsonian 
Kiowa collections for an exhibit the Kiowa were planning at their tribal headquarters. 
Before our meeting, I was aware of the great interest that the Kiowa people had in these 
collections. On several occasions in previous years, I had met with Kiowa people in both 
Oklahoma and Washington, D.C, and they had impressed upon me the importance of the 
collections to contemporary Kiowa cultural life. I also had begun to survey a portion of 
these collections, namely the extraordinary series of Kiowa shield models assembled by 
James Mooney, with the assistance of Morrie Abrams, a Smithsonian Native American 
intern, and realized that the organization of these extensive and well-documented 
collections left much to be desired. 

During the course of our conversation, I asked Ms. Emhoolah if a member of the Kiowa 
Tribe would be available to complete a survey of the collections. Marian Kaulaity 
Hansson, who had accompanied Ms. Emhoolah to the meeting, suggested that she might 
be interested in undertaking the project. Ms. Hansson, a resident of the Washington, D.C, 
area, is an enrolled member of the Kiowa Tribe and a native speaker of the Kiowa 
language. Soon after our meeting, she applied for and received a six-month fellowship 
from the Smithsonian's Office of Fellowships and Grants and began work on the Kiowa 
collections in the fall of 1985. 

During her fellowship, Ms. Hansson concentrated on entering the catalog information 
on the Kiowa material culture collections housed in the Department of Anthropology into 
the Smithsonian's central computer (at the time, personal computers were a rarity at the 
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Smithsonian). She also began surveying the extensive Kiowa materials in the Department 
of Anthropology's National Anthropological Archives. It soon became obvious that we 
had underestimated the size and complexity of these materials and that a comprehensive 
guide to them could not be completed in the time remaining on Ms. Hansson's fellowship. 
Together we prepared a request for funding for the project, which we submitted to the 
Smithsonian's Outreach Program administered by the Office of the Assistant Secretary for 
Public Service. In April, 1986, we were awarded a two-year grant that was later extended 
for a third year. Additional funding for the project was provided by the Director's Office 
of the Smithsonian's National Museum of Natural History, the Department of 
Anthropology, and the Department of Anthropology's American Indian Program. 

Between 1986 and 1990, Ms. Hansson completed a preliminary inventory of the 
documents, photographs, and artwork housed in the National Anthropological Archives. 
She also prepared summaries of the documents she examined and recorded the names of 
people who appeared in them. She entered this information into a personal computer with 
the help of Dawnita Neconie, a Kiowa woman who participated in the project as part of a 
high school work-study program sponsored by the United South and Eastern Tribes. Ms. 
Neconie also assisted in organizing the accession records of the Kiowa material culture 
collection. During this same period, Ms. Hansson finished an initial inventory of the 
material culture collections, prepared brief descriptions of some of the objects, and, with 
the assistance of her husband Svavar Hansson, began photographing the collection. She 
also started organizing the thousands of personal names that she encountered in the Kiowa 
archival materials into a computer file, which became the basis for the fifth part of this 
guide the "List of Persons" section. 

During this data collection stage, I worked with Ms. Hansson to ensure that her 
inventory of the Kiowa collections was complete and that the information she collected 
could be organized later into a guide to the collections. I compiled lists of the Kiowa 
manuscripts in the National Anthropological Archives and of the accession papers and file 
photographs associated with the Kiowa material culture collections. I reviewed all the 
catalog information on these material culture collections and assembled a bibliography of 
published sources on the Kiowas. I also converted computer data files of the Kiowa 
collections into a format suitable for the production of the guide, set up the software 
formats for data entry, and worked out a procedure that would allow the collections and the 
individuals associated with them to be linked. In addition, I secured some additional 
funding for the project and handled other administrative details. 

In 1990, the task of organizing the information collected by Ms. Hansson was begun. 
The majority of work in this stage of the project was completed by Frederick J. Reuss, a 
Washington, D.C, writer, Candace Greene, a specialist in North American ethnology in 
the Department of Anthropology, and myself. 

Between 1990 and 1991, Mr. Reuss helped organize Ms. Hansson's data into data base 
management files, edited her summaries of the Kiowa documents in the National 
Anthropological Archives, assisted her in preparing the "List of Persons," generated an 
index of the names that appeared in different sections of the collections, and entered the 
Kiowa bibliography into a computer file. He also worked with Candace Greene to prepare 
the final guide to the Kiowa material culture collections. 

Dr. Greene, who began working with us in the summer of 1990, brought to the project 
an expertise in Plains art and material culture based on a number of years of research. She 
also had served for five years as the Department of Anthropology's Collections Manager 
and thus was quite familiar with the overall organization of the collections and the 
documentation associated with them. In the summer of 1990, she and Mr. Reuss examined 
and prepared descriptions of all the Kiowa objects in the collections and organized the 
associated catalog and accession information. Dr. Greene also evaluated the identification 
of objects of doubtful Kiowa provenience and discovered several Kiowa objects in the 
collections that previously had been unidentified or misidentified. The product of their 
efforts appears as the "Kiowa Material Culture Collection" section of this guide. 
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Between the fall of 1990 and the summer of 1991, Dr. Greene prepared the guide to the 
Kiowa artwork in the National Anthropological Archives while Mr. Reuss and I wrote the 
guide to the Kiowa manuscripts in the National Anthropological Archives. In the process, 
we checked each entry against the original documents to ensure that the summary and 
citation were accurate and prepared entries and lists of persons for around two hundred 
documents not examined or summarized earlier. Ms. Hansson concentrated on locating 
Smithsonian Kiowa materials housed outside the Department of Anthropology and 
provided information on Kiowa language and culture crucial to the completion of the 
guide. Dr. Greene, Mr. Reuss, and I also prepared the introductions to the different sections 
of the guide thus far completed. 

In the summer of 1992, Dr. Greene oversaw the photography of the entire material 
culture collection and all of the artwork in the National Anthropological Archives. 
Photographs of only a few of these items were previously available, and new images were 
needed both to provide illustrations for the guide and to allow people to order photographs 
of particular objects about which they were interested. Support for photography was 
received from the Smithsonian Special Exhibition Fund, the National Museum of Natural 
History American Indian Program, and the National Anthropological Archives. All the 
photography was done by Walter Bigbee, and Dr. Greene was assisted in the project by 
Gretchen Reimer. 

In the summer of 1993, Dr. Greene and I prepared the guide to the Kiowa photographs 
in the National Anthropological Archives. We located, examined, and described all of the 
images in the guide and added the names from the photographic records to the "List of 
Persons." Throughout the spring and summer of 1993, Dr. Greene selected the illustrations 
to appear in the guide. In the fall of 1993 and the spring of 1994, the final version of the 
manuscript was completed. 

When we began the Kiowa Project in 1985, our primary goal was to make the 
Smithsonian's Kiowa collections accessible to the Kiowas and other people interested in 
them. At the same time, we hoped to create a model that could be employed in similar 
projects undertaken by the members of other American Indian tribes. In 1986 this hope 
began to be realized when JoAllyn Archambault was hired to direct an American Indian 
outreach program in the National Museum of Natural History's Department of 
Anthropology. Dr. Archambault established the production of "tribal catalogs" as a central 
component of her program and has worked with the members of a number of different 
tribes to initiate catalog projects. 

This guide could not have been completed without the assistance of many people, to all 
of whom we are deeply grateful.

A Guide to the Kiowa Collections 
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Introduction 

THE KIOWAS1.—The Kiowa Tribe has its headquarters in 
Carnegie, Oklahoma, located about sixty miles southwest of 
Oklahoma City. In 1991, there were around ten thousand 
enrolled members of the Kiowa Tribe, over half of whom lived 
in western Oklahoma on lands that formerly comprised the 
Kiowa Reservation. This reservation was created in 1867 as 
part of the Medicine Lodge Treaty between the United States 
government and the allied tribes of Kiowas, Comanches, and 
Plains Apaches. 

Before 1867, Kiowa bands ranged across what is today 
Oklahoma, Texas, New Mexico, Kansas, and Colorado, 
following the migrations of the vast bison herds of the southern 
Plains. They were allied with a band of Athabascan speakers 
known as the Plains Apaches or Kiowa Apaches who were 
incorporated into the Kiowa camp circle as one of the six major 
subdivisions of the tribe (see the illustration of the Kiowa camp 
circle in Mooney, 1898:229). The Kiowas and Plains Apaches 
trace their association back several hundred years to the time 
when both groups lived farther north, near the Rocky 
Mountains in western Montana and the Black Hills of South 
Dakota and Wyoming. According to their traditions, they 
migrated south together, participating in joint bison hunts and 
military actions. Near the end of the eighteenth century, the 
Kiowas and Plains Apaches formed an alliance with Comanche 
bands and together dominated the southern Plains for much of 
the eighteenth and nineteenth centuries. 

The Kiowas were renowned horsemen and feared warriors 
who raided Spanish and later Mexican and American settle­
ments as far south as Texas and northern Mexico. They focused 
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their raids on capturing horses, mules, and cattle, which they 
kept for their own use or traded to other Indian groups as well 
as White settlers farther north, but they also took many 
captives, whom they usually incorporated into the tribe. 
Although precise counts of the Mexican captives among the 
Kiowas in the nineteenth century are not available, their 
numbers were clearly large and most appear to have adopted 
Kiowa culture as their own. In fact, the desire of many of these 
captives to remain with the Kiowas rather than return to Mexico 
complicated peace negotiations between the Kiowas and the 
United States government, which was required by treaty with 
Mexico to make the return of Mexican captives a condition of 
any treaty it signed with the Kiowas and other Indians groups 
that raided into Mexico. 

By convincing the Kiowas and their allies to accept 
reservation life in 1867, the United States government hoped to 
establish control over them, but although many Kiowas 
remained at peace others continued raiding, primarily into 
Texas. Concerted military actions by the U.S. Army in the early 
1870s combined with the destruction of the bison herds and 
encroaching White settlement undermined Kiowa efforts to 
maintain their independence. In May of 1875, soon after the last 
bands surrendered, twenty-six Kiowa men and nine Comanches 
were sent as prisoners to Fort Marion, St. Augustine, Florida, 
where they joined thirty-five Cheyennes and Arapahos arrested 
the previous month. Two of the Kiowa prisoners died during 
their incarceration, but the others were released in 1878. Most 
returned to their families on the reservation to begin the

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transition to a more settled agrarian life under the control of the 
U.S. Army and the government's Indian agents. 

In the last decades of the nineteenth century, the United 
States government concluded that the communal ownership of 
land in the form of reservations delayed the assimilation of 
Indians into the dominant Euro-American society and hindered 
the local development of more individualized forms of 
production and consumption that characterized the capitalist 
economy of the nation at the time. In addition, many interest 
groups were encouraging the government's representatives to 
make reservation lands available for White settlement. In 1887, 
the Congress of the United States enacted legislation known as 
the General Allotment Act that provided for the division of 
portions of existing reservations among the members of the 
tribes on the reservations and the opening up of most of the 
remaining lands to settlement by outsiders. 

Despite considerable government pressure, not all Indian 
groups, including the Kiowa, consented to the allotment of their 
reservations. The government claimed that the Kiowas along 
with the Comanches and Plains Apaches agreed to allotment 
under the terms of the infamous Jerome Agreement, ratified by 
Congress in 1901. Although many members of these tribes 
protested that this "agreement" was fraudulent, allotment of 
their reservations proceeded apace, and by 1907 the three tribes 
had lost over eighty percent of their former reservation lands. 

In the twentieth century, the Kiowas who remained in the 
area of their former reservation lived by farming and ranching, 
leasing their lands to non-Indian farmers, ranchers, and oil 
companies, or by working for various government agencies and 
the U.S. Army at Fort Sill. Many others left southwestern 
Oklahoma to work in urban areas in Oklahoma, Texas, and 
elsewhere. During the course of the century, most Kiowas 
joined Christian churches affiliated with various national 
denominations and many also became members of the Native 
American Church. As government prohibitions weakened, 
certain traditional ritual activities were revived, including the 
Gourd Dance and the Black Leggings Warrior Society, which 
incorporated Kiowa veterans of American military conflicts 
abroad. By mid-century, the longstanding political alliance 
among the Kiowas, Plains Apaches, and Comanches began to 
dissolve and in the late 1960s and early 1970s each tribe 
established its own separate tribal government. About the same 
time, some Kiowa political leaders and concerned tribal 
members initiated a program of cultural preservation that 
resulted in the publication of collections of Kiowa oral 
literature and descriptions of traditional ceremonies as well as 
the development of plans to establish a tribal museum. 

THE KIOWAS AND THE SMITHSONIAN INSTITUTION.—The 

association between the Kiowas and the Smithsonian Institu­
tion that produced the extensive collections described in this 
guide began in the second half of the nineteenth century, soon 
after the U.S. Congress created the Smithsonian as an 
organization to be devoted to "the increase and diffusion of 
knowledge among men." The first Kiowa collections in the 

Smithsonian were deposited in 1868 by the inveterate field 
collector Edward Palmer, and these were soon followed by 
items collected by U.S. Army medical personnel in the West 
and transferred to the Institution by the Army Medical 
Museum. In the 1870s, the Smithsonian ethnologist Garrick 
Mallery and linguist Albert Gatschet also collected information 
on Kiowa sign language and linguistics as part of their more 
general studies of Plains sign language and American Indian 
linguistics. 

The first extensive research and collecting among the 
Kiowas by a Smithsonian employee was undertaken by the 
ethnologist James Mooney, who conducted research among the 
Kiowas between 1891 and 1918 under the auspices of the 
Smithsonian's Bureau of American Ethnology. On his first visit 
to the Kiowas, Mooney intended to collect data on the Kiowa 
language in conjunction with John Wesley Powell's compara­
tive study of American Indian languages. His attention, 
however, was drawn almost immediately to the tragic events 
surrounding the Wounded Knee Massacre of 1890 and the 
Ghost Dance Movement associated with it. He devoted three 
years to investigating this movement and in 1896 published his 
results as The Ghost Dance Religion and the Sioux Outbreak of 
1890. Yet, despite the demands of this project, he was able to 
complete some linguistic fieldwork among the Kiowas and 
soon became fascinated by many other aspects of their lives. 

Mooney's work is distinguished by his dedication to 
including the Kiowas' perspectives on their own culture and 
history in his accounts and by his sensitivity to the difficult 
political situation that confronted the Kiowas during the early 
reservation years. He concentrated his early efforts on 
documenting and analyzing the Kiowas' pictographic records 
of their history, which appeared in the Seventeenth Annual 
Report of the Bureau of American Ethnology under the title 
Calendar History of the Kiowa Indians, one of the more 
sophisticated examples of late nineteenth century American 
ethnography. He then embarked on an ambitious project to 
record Kiowa symbolism as embodied in their elaborately 
painted shields and tipis. In addition to acquiring some of these 
shields for the Smithsonian's collections, Mooney hired Kiowa 
artists to reproduce these shields and tipis in miniature and 
recorded the Kiowa interpretations of their designs along with 
a history of the origin and ownership of each. His goal was to 
publish an extensive analysis of "Kiowa heraldry" and to 
display these model shields and tipis in an exhibition of the 
Kiowa camp circle. During his lifetime, however, he was able 
to exhibit only a portion of the shields and tipis and never 
completed the heraldry study, a failure that Mooney attributed 
primarily to the refusal of the Director of the Bureau of 
American Ethnology, J.W. Fewkes, to allow him to continue 
field research among the Kiowa. 

Fewkes's interference in Mooney's Kiowa research was 
motivated by complaints from government officials that 
Mooney was promoting the use of Peyote by the Kiowa and 
other Plains Indians. Mooney was among the first ethnologists 
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to witness the emerging Peyote Religion in the Plains, and he 
became an outspoken critic of the government's attempts to 
suppress the Indians' practice of their religions, including their 
use of Peyote. He documented the Kiowas' Peyote rituals, 
collected samples of this cactus for botanical identification, 
traveled to northern Mexico to investigate its use by Indian 
people there, testified before Congress in defense of the Peyote 
Religion, and published both scientific and popular articles to 
make this religion more understandable and thus more 
acceptable to non-Indian government officials and the public at 
large. Although these activities were in keeping with Mooney's 
responsibilities as a Smithsonian ethnologist, Fewkes bowed to 
official pressure and in 1918 recalled Mooney from Kiowa 
country to Washington, D.C, refusing to allow him to return. 

Shortly before these events took place, a second Smithsonian 
employee, John P. Harrington (also affiliated with the Bureau 
of American Ethnology), began research on the Kiowa 
language. Mooney apparently considered Harrington an inter­
loper and complained to Fewkes as Director of the Bureau of 
American Ethnology that Harrington's Kiowa research would 
duplicate his own, but his interests and approach to research 
were quite different from Harrington's. Although Mooney 
compiled substantial data on the Kiowa language, his work was 
primarily cultural and historical whereas that of Harrington was 
almost entirely linguistic. Moreover, unlike Mooney, Harring­
ton spent little time in Oklahoma, collecting most of his data 
from Kiowas who came to Washington, D.C, or who 
corresponded with him from Oklahoma. Of the latter, the most 
notable was Parker McKenzie whose sophisticated understand­
ing of the Kiowa language and eloquence in both English and 
Kiowa is preserved in his letters to Harrington, which are 
housed in the National Anthropological Archives. Also in 
contrast to Mooney, who assembled large collections of Kiowa 
objects for major national and international expositions in the 
late nineteenth and early twentieth centuries, Harrington did 
not collect any examples of Kiowa material culture. 

Other than the collections of photographs of Kiowa subjects 
made by Smithsonian staff photographers, the remaining 
Kiowa collections at the Smithsonian were donated by 
individuals who were never officially employed by the 
Institution. The most extensive of these are the Kiowa objects 
collected by James D. Glennan, the artifacts, notes, and files of 
government documents and newspaper clippings of Hugh L. 
Scott, and the notes and manuscripts that constitute the Papers 
of Weston La Barre. 

Glennan, who later held the rank of brigadier general, 
collected Kiowa materials during his tour of duty as an assistant 
surgeon at Fort Sill, Indian Territory, in the 1890s. Scott also 
was assigned to Fort Sill between 1889 and 1897. His notes 
include extensive information on the Kiowa sign language, 
which he compiled as part of his study of the Plains sign 
language, along with an important collection of Kiowa stories 
prepared for Scott by the Kiowa Jack Doyeto. The Papers of 
Weston La Barre, housed like Scott's in the National 

Anthropological Archives, include both his extensive notes and 
writings on Peyote among the Kiowa and other Indian groups 
and copies of the detailed notes on Kiowa culture that he and 
other members of the Laboratory of Anthropology's Kiowa 
Summer Field School recorded in 1935. Among these papers is 
an important unpublished manuscript entitled "The Autobiog­
raphy of a Kiowa Indian" based on the life of Charley Apekaum 
and prepared by Apekaum and La Barre. 

Other significant materials include the collection of over one 
thousand photographs of Kiowa subjects taken by more than 
fifty different photographers; George Catlin's paintings of 
Kiowa subjects from 1834 currently housed in the Smith­
sonian's National Museum of American Art; and the numerous 
examples of art produced by nineteenth and twentieth century 
Kiowa artists, including Kiowas who were prisoners at Fort 
Marion, St. Augustine, Florida, in the 1870s. Busts of many of 
these prisoners produced from casts made between 1875 and 
1877 are in the Physical Anthropology Collections of the 
Department of Anthropology. The Physical Anthropology 
Collections also include some human remains that may have an 
affiliation with the Kiowas. These remains are not described in 
this guide. 

In the 1970s, John C. Ewers of the Smithsonian's Depart­
ment of Anthropology organized an exhibition of some of the 
Kiowa and Plains Apache tipi models collected by Mooney. 
The exhibition, entitled "Murals in the Round," was shown at 
the Smithsonian's Renwick Gallery in Washington and the 
Kirkpatrick Center in Oklahoma City. Over the years, a number 
of other researchers have consulted the Kiowa materials in the 
National Anthropological Archives in their studies of the 
Kiowa language, Peyote, and Mooney's life and work. The 
bulk of the materials, however, remain a virtually untapped 
resource for research and exhibition and an incomparable 
source of information for the ethnography of the Kiowas that 
has yet to be written. 

THE GUIDE TO THE KIOWA COLLECTIONS AT THE SMITH­

SONIAN INSTITUTION.—This guide focuses on the Smith­
sonian's Kiowa collections that are located in the Department 
of Anthropology of the National Museum of Natural History. A 
brief overview of the Kiowa materials housed in other 
Smithsonian bureaus also is provided. The most extensive of 
these collections is found in the National Museum of the 
American Indian (formerly the Museum of the American 
Indian/Heye Foundation in New York), which be­
came part of the Smithsonian in 1989, as the final draft of this 
guide was being prepared. 

We must emphasize that this guide is a compilation of 
information about the Smithsonian's Kiowa collections based 
on the records currently associated with these collections. We 
have corrected some errors in these records, but it is possible 
that other mistakes remain. In addition, although we have 
attempted to incorporate into the guide all the Kiowa materials 
in these collections, we may have overlooked some items. With 
some reservations, we did not include information on the 
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important Smithsonian collections associated with the Plains 
Apaches, deciding that these materials are sufficiently exten­
sive to warrant a separate guide that should be prepared in 
cooperation with members of the Apache Tribe of Oklahoma. 

The descriptions of the Kiowa material culture collections 
that appear in the guide cover all objects identified as Kiowa in 
the associated documentation along with other objects that we 
have identified as Kiowa in the course of preparing the guide. 
A list of objects erroneously identified as Kiowa at one time or 
another appears separately as Appendix D to Part 1: The 
Material Culture Collections. The Kiowa documents, photo­
graphs, and artwork described in the guide similarly include all 
materials identified as Kiowa in the catalogs and inventories of 
the National Anthropological Archives together with some 
items discovered during our review of the Archives' holdings. 
All these materials were examined twice, first by Marian 
Hansson and then again near the end of the project by Candace 
Greene, Frederick Reuss, and William Merrill. A few minor 
documents located in the first review but not the second have 
not been included in the guide. In addition, of the thousands of 
photographs located in the Archives' File Print Collection, only 
those filed under "Kiowa" have been noted in the guide 
although other photographs of Kiowa subjects probably can be 
found under other classifications in this collection. 

Finally, we have compiled a "List of Persons" section, Part 
5 of the guide, that includes the names of the people mentioned 

in the documents in the National Anthropological Archives or 
associated with items in other sections of the Kiowa collec­
tions. In the main body of the guide, we have tended to employ 
the names as they appear in the records in question, resolving 
problems of synonomy and variant spellings in the "List of 
Persons," where a single preferred name or spelling is chosen 
for each person. This list is intended to facilitate access to the 
collections, especially for Kiowa people interested in locating 
information on their relatives, and also to indicate possible 
linkages among materials housed separately in the collections. 
Every effort has been made to ensure that this list is accurate 
and complete, but because of the number of individuals 
involved, the complexities of the Kiowa naming system, and 
the variations in the orthographies employed to represent 
Indian names, we undoubtedly have committed some mistakes. 

Illustrations are grouped at the end of each section, but 
selected figures have been inserted into the bodies of text to 
demonstate the interrelationships of different components of 
the collections. 

In brief, this guide is not intended to be the final word on the 
Smithsonian's Kiowa collections but rather the point of 
departure for research, exhibition, and cultural heritage projects 
in the future. We hope that it will increase awareness of the 
richness of these collections and an appreciation of the beauty 
and complexity of Kiowa culture. 



Part 1. The Kiowa Material Culture Collections 

Introduction 

The Smithsonian's Kiowa material culture collections, like 
most museum collections, reveal as much about the interests 
and collecting opportunities of the individuals who acquired 
the materials as they do about the Kiowa people themselves. 
For instance, many examples of Kiowa weaponry were 
collected by U.S. Army medical personnel who were seeking 
effective treatments for wounds caused by these weapons. 
Similarly, the Bureau of American Ethnology was concerned 
with documenting "cultural types" and traditional arts, which 
most ethnologists of the day felt were fast eroding under 
reservation conditions. The U.S. Army officer James Glennan 
adopted a more personal approach, collecting objects from the 
individuals he knew, recording their names and the stories that 
went with the objects. The Washington, D.C, collector Victor 
Justice Evans, on the other hand, was fascinated by the beauty 
and craftsmanship of objects themselves and paid little 
attention to their owners or the cultural contexts within which 
they were used. 

Although over twenty-five collectors are represented in the 
Kiowa artifact collections, the majority of the objects were 
collected by James Mooney. These artifacts represent many 
aspects of traditional Kiowa life, with good examples of 
clothing, horse gear, domestic utensils, and objects associated 
with industries, such as arrowmaking and hide processing. 
Although Mooney spent many years working with the Kiowa, 
funds for acquisition were not routinely available to him. 
Almost all the objects that he collected were purchased 
specifically for two exhibitions, the World Columbian Exposi­
tion of 1893 and the Louisiana Purchase Exposition of 1904. 

Mooney selected these objects not so much for specific 
research purposes or to document Kiowa culture of the time but 
to tell a story. In keeping with the rather static anthropological 
concepts of the time, Mooney set his story in the past before the 
Kiowa settled on the reservation. Thus, he sought older styles 
of objects and commissioned the production of pieces that he 
felt would be effective for display, including miniature models 
of many sorts. 

Undoubtedly the most important works that Mooney 
commissioned were the models of tipis and shields. He 
conceived the idea of organizing these model tipis and shields 
into an exhibit of Plains "heraldry" for the World Columbian 
Exposition and then greatly expanded it for the Louisiana 
Purchase Exposition, assembling both a Kiowa series for the 
Smithsonian's National Museum and a Cheyenne series for the 
Chicago Field Museum of Natural History. Interestingly it is 
only in this area of his collections that Mooney's notes carry 

any detail, recording the names, historic events, and cultural 
practices associated with each object. 

In spite of his focus on the past, Mooney did not entirely 
ignore contemporary life. The Peyote Religion, later incorpo­
rated as the Native American Church, was a recent develop­
ment on the Kiowa Reservation when Mooney began work 
there. Even during his first research among the Kiowa in 1891 
he recognized Peyotism as a significant aspect of Kiowa life 
and began to document the artifacts associated with the ritual. 
In the shield and tipi series he salvaged information on the 
visual symbolism of a rich tradition that was virtually at an end. 
In his studies of Peyotism he recorded the imagery of a tradition 
then in its infancy that has continued to the present as a source 
of inspiration and constant reinterpretation in many media. 

This guide to the Smithsonian's Kiowa artifact collections is 
designed to provide an overview of the collections and to 
facilitate the study of this material. To this end, we have 
integrated two types of information about the collections: 
physical descriptions drawn directly from an examination of 
the objects and documentation taken from the museum's 
records. 

The museum's object records are built upon two systems: the 
accession records and the catalog records. In the accession 
system, which is more or less standard throughout the entire 
museum, each group of material that enters the museum from a 
single source at a single time is treated as a collection and 
receives a single accession number regardless of how many 
objects are in the collection. An accession file is established in 
the museum registrar's office for the original records of the 
acquisition. This file may also contain information on 
subsequent activities relating to ownership and disposition of 
the items in the collection. 

The catalog system, in contrast, is maintained by the 
Department of Anthropology and deals with the collection at 
the level of the individual object or related group of objects, 
each of which is assigned and marked with an identifying 
catalog number. At a minimum, catalog records give the name 
of the object and its cultural origin. The catalog may also 
include a physical description of the object, notes on its original 
acquisition or context, and information on its history of use in 
exhibits, loans, or publications. These records are maintained 
primarily in paper form with selected categories of information 
available through a computerized system. Additional catego­
ries of information in the old paper records are constantly being 
added to the computerized data base, whereas records for new 
additions to the collection are entered directly into the 
computer system. 
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In addition to catalog and accession records, two other 
significant sources of information on the Kiowa material 
culture collections were located for this project. These are 
collector's tags and old exhibit labels, both of which bear 
catalog numbers and thus could be incorporated into the guide. 
James Mooney wrote much of the basic information about the 
specimens he acquired on paper tags, which were tied to the 
objects with string. This information often was used in 
cataloging the items when they arrived at the museum, but a 
number of tags, now faded and brittle, reveal that the 
information transcribed into the catalog was sometimes 
incomplete. 

Mooney displayed many of the objects that he collected in 
exhibits in Chicago, Omaha, and St. Louis as well as at the 
Smithsonian, and a number of the old exhibit labels have 
survived, undated but undoubtedly authored by Mooney. In 
addition, an English language version of label text from the 
Columbian Historical Exposition presented in Spain in 1892 
has been preserved in the Report of the United States 
Commission to the Columbian Historical Exposition at 
Madrid, 1892-93, published anonymously in 1895. 

Mooney's fieldnotes housed in the National Anthropological 
Archives contain additional information relating to Kiowa 
material culture in general as well as to the objects that he 
collected, but these notes are difficult to link to specific catalog 
records. Completing this task is a longterm undertaking beyond 
the scope of this project. 

In the following guide to the Kiowa object collections, 
information is organized first by accession and then by catalog 
number. Each accession entry gives (1) the accession number, 
(2) the range of catalog numbers within the accession, (3) the 
date of accessioning, (4) the donor, (5) the collector, and (6) a 
summary of the collection. The accession number applies to all 
the material received in a collection. The range of catalog 
numbers represents the individual pieces of the collection, only 
some of which may be Kiowa. The date is when registration of 
the collection took place. This registration usually occurred 
shortly after the material was received by the museum, which 
may have been some time after it was acquired by the collector. 
The donor is the individual or institution who transferred title to 
the museum. Many collections were received as transfers from 
the Smithsonian's Bureau of American Ethnology, which was 
separate from the U.S. National Museum, the predecessor of 
the National Museum of Natural History. The collector is the 
individual who actually acquired the material from the Kiowa 
people. The summary provides an overview of the collection as 
a whole, including a brief history of its acquisition and an 
assessment of the basis for identifying it as Kiowa. Background 
information on the collector is provided when available. 

The information in the guide entries presented below is 
organized as follows: catalog number, object name, Kiowa 
name, description of the object, summary of information about 
the object in the museum's records, and associated individ­
uals). 

A catalog number normally was assigned to each Kiowa 
object at the time it was received by the museum. Multiple 
items may have received the same number if they were readily 
grouped in some way, such as a set of clothing or a number of 
pairs of moccasins, but these groupings may reflect the 
convenience of the cataloger rather than an original cultural 
association. 

Several number problems were encountered in the Kiowa 
collections where an item did not match the object name or 
description in the record of the same number. This discrepancy 
may have been due to an original error in numbering the object 
or an error that was introduced at a later time when a faded and 
partially illegible original number was rewritten incorrectly to 
make it more visible. The majority of these number problems 
were resolved in the course of preparing this catalog, and 
misnumbered items were corrected. 

A few catalog numbers carry a letter prefix. Items with an 
"L" prefix were originally received and cataloged as loan items 
and continue to carry that old number. Items prefixed with a 
"T" were found in the collections either with no catalog number 
or with an incorrect one and could not be matched to a catalog 
entry. They were assigned temporary inventory control 
numbers until their correct number can be determined. The 
"T-numbered" items included here are presumed to be Kiowa 
either on the basis of style or because they were found in 
association with other Kiowa objects. 

The object names that appear in the entries usually are those 
by which the objects were originally cataloged. Many of these 
names were provided by the collectors and suggest the function 
of the objects or the contexts within which they were used. In 
keeping with modern usage, references to "mescal" have been 
changed to "Peyote." For undocumented collections, which 
were not accompanied by cultural data, we have sought to 
utilize object names that are as neutral as possible rather than 
speculate about their function. We have provided as Appendix 
B to this section a list of "Object Index Terms" to assist in 
locating all objects of a given type. Entries are referenced in 
this index using a set of standardized, simplified terms 
developed to facilitate computerized searches of the museum's 
Native American data base. Index terms are usually more 
general than the cataloged names so that both synonyms and 
similar objects often appear under a single term. 

We have included Kiowa terms for objects if these terms 
appear in the museum's records. Such terms are found only for 
a portion of the material collected by Mooney. We have 
followed Mooney's original spelling except that we have 
simplified his orthography by dropping diacritical marks. We 
did not attempt to standardize spelling or usage in instances 
where variations were encountered. In some cases, it was 
difficult to determine whether the Kiowa term referred to the 
name of the object or to the person who owned it, particularly 
with shields and tipis. The guidance of Marion Hansson was 
followed in such cases. A glossary of Kiowa terms for selected 
items of material culture by the Kiowa scholar Parker 
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McKenzie and Ms. Hansson appears as Appendix A of this 
section. 

The description of the object or objects included in each 
entry begins with brief information on form, materials, 
construction, and decorative elaboration. A single measure­
ment is provided, representing the maximum dimension of the 
object exclusive of fringes or other appendages. Occasionally 
additional comments by the authors concerning the identifica­
tion of the object follow the description. 

The next section of the entry presents a summary of the 
information about the specimen that appears in the museum's 
records. This information may include notes on its acquisition, 
history, use, significance, or a reference to publications where 
the object is illustrated. Most of the information is recorded 
verbatim with minor paraphrasing as needed to combine notes 
from various sources. The majority of data come from the 
catalog records as they generally are the most complete. This 
source is indicated by a "(C)" at the end of this section of the 
entry. If additional information was found in other sources, 
these are cited using the following abbreviations: A = accession 
file; T = original tag; L = old exhibit label; and ML = labels 
published in the Madrid Exposition report noted above. 

Publication citations are included if they appear in the 
catalog, but often this record of where descriptions or 
illustrations of objects have been published is incomplete. All 
citations appear in the bibliography at the end of the volume. 

The names of all Kiowa people found in the records are listed 
in the entry as "associated individuals." These individuals may 
have been either the owners or makers of the objects or have 
acted as agents in their acquisition. In the case of shield and tipi 
models, the names given generally are of the owners of the 
designs that the models represent. All of the names derive from 
the museum's documentary records with the exception of 
several drawings that have been attributed to Haungooah on the 
basis of style. We have not standardized the spelling of names 

in the entries. The "List of Persons," Part 5 of the guide, should 
be consulted to correlate variants and identify English 
renderings of Kiowa names. 

This section of the guide concludes with Appendices A-E. 
Appendices A and B have been described above. Appendix C 
includes Kiowa items listed in the catalog records that were not 
found in the course of this project. Records for many indicate 
that they were deaccessioned, and the disposition of these is 
given. Others were not located during the collection-wide 
inventory carried out by the museum in the 1970s, and their 
current location remains unknown. Some of these objects 
probably were deaccessioned without their records being 
updated whereas others presumably are still in the collections 
but have lost their catalog numbers or were mislabled. Many 
such "missing" items were found during the course of this 
project and were linked to their correct records. Unprepared 
plant samples probably disintegrated beyond recognition and a 
few other items may have been lost or stolen. 

In the interests of completeness, objects originally cataloged 
as Kiowa but subsequently changed from that tribal designation 
have been included in Appendix D. A few of these are 
documented Cheyenne shield models cataloged as Kiowa in 
error. The remainder are undocumented specimens for which 
the museum staff provided tribal identifications. Such attribu­
tions have subsequently been changed by staff members with 
more specialized knowledge of Plains material culture, many in 
the course of this project. Not included in this list are the many 
items collected by Mooney from the Plains Apache (now the 
Apache Tribe of Oklahoma) and mistakenly cataloged by the 
museum staff as Kiowa. 

Appendix E provides a list of reference numbers by which 
existing photographs of objects in the collections can be 
ordered from the Smithsonian. For material culture items, 
contact the Collection Management Section, Department of 
Anthropology.

The material was 
collected in the field and identifications were provided by the 
collector. Palmer was a U.S. Army medic, a naturalist, and a 
collector for the Smithsonian and several other institutions, 
specializing in botany and anthropology.

This collection of ethnological specimens from the Kiowa, 
Cheyenne, and Arapaho was collected in the field by James 
Mooney with Smithsonian funds for the 1893 World Colum­
bian Exposition in Chicago. Many items were also included in 
the Columbian Historical Exposition in Madrid, which ran 
from November 1892 through January 1893. Although 
Mooney did not provide the cataloging staff with ethnographic 
detail about the objects, some information about their place in 
Kiowa society can be extracted from the labels for the two 
exhibitions, many of which are preserved in the National 
Anthropological Archives. Label text from the exposition in 
Madrid is published in Anonymous, 1895. Dates on the labels 
indicate that all of the material was collected in 1891. This large 
collection was evidently processed in a rush to make it 
available for exhibit use. There are numerous numbering

152853 Boy's leggings 
Made of calf skin with hair on, bundle of dewclaw pendants 
on one leg, brass bell and bead on other. 12.25" (31 cm). 

152854 Woman's moccasin leggings Figure 25 
Eight pairs. Five pairs of woman's and two pairs of child's 
moccasin leggings with long top flaps, painted. Lazy stitch 

beadwork and metal buttons on leggings, abstract beadwork 
in overlay designs on insteps. One undecorated pair, of 
buffalo hide, with square cuff at top and opening at ankle 
covered with curved side flap. 21.5" (54 cm) to 29" (74 cm). 

152855 Moccasins 
Four pairs. Two pairs of men's, heavily fringed and 
decorated with narrow lanes of lazy stitch beadwork and 
paint. One pair of boy's, one similarly decorated, other 
lacking fringe.

Cloth lined turban and trailer of bobcat skin, twisted fur 
pendants on each side and circular metal ornament at center, 
decorated with red cloth strips. 21" (53 cm). 

152858 Dance headdress 
Red stroud cloth cap and trailer with feather tipped buffalo 
horns mounted on sides. Cloth applique border around rim, 
bunch of feathers tied on crown, rows of feathers on trailer. 
27" (69 cm). Records: Hawk feathers. (C). 

152859 Headdress 
Cap of cotton print cloth and trailer of red cotton cloth, row 
of upright feathers around cap and down trailer, brown 
canvas brow band with abstract floral designs in overlay 
beadwork. 38" (97 cm). 

152860 Roach headdress 
Long black bristles surrounded by shorter red ones, metal 
sequin edging, bone spreader with fragmentary blue ribbon 
streamers. Feather set in socket. 13" (33 cm). Records: The 
black bristles are of turkey beard, the red is dyed elk hair. An 
eagle feather is fastened into a bone socket in front. These 
headdresses are bought by the Kiowas from the Caddo s and 
other tribes. Catlin figures this form of headdress upon the 
the Sac, Fox, Pawnees, and Osages. (C, L). 

152862 War whistle (Tsodaltem) 
Eagle-bone whistle with two sections of wrapped beadwork 
and bead fringe. Tied to rolled hide necklace completely 
covered with wrapped beadwork.

Records: Made from the wing bone of an eagle. "Plug" or 
"lanquid," of gum, inside beneath the opening. The whistles 
made of eagle's bones are the war whistles of the Kiowas.

Rows of tubular and round beads separated by hide spacers. 
Thongs at end. 12" (30 cm). 

152864 Necklace 
Roll of hide wrapped with seed beads, bead tassel at center.

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152865 Necklace 
Strand of glass and metal beads, sections of spring. Restrung 
by museum on thread when original thong broke. Small 
cloth bundle tied to necklace. 14" (36 cm). 

152868 Girl's belt 
Commercial leather belt and trailer with German silver 
conchos, small overlay beadwork pouch, and diamond-
shaped charm attached. 24" (61 cm). Records: The hanging 
portion is called the "scabea." From the belt hang the knife 
case, perfume pouch, and "life charm," a bag containing the 
umbilical cord of the new born child. (C, L). 

152869 Girl's belt 
Commercial leather with large German silver conchos, small 
pouch with overlay beadwork, diamond-shaped charm, and 
fur tail attached. 29" (74 cm). 

152870 Hair ornament 
Cut feather, shaft covered in hide with wrapped beadwork. 
9" (23 cm). Records: The men wear this ornament. (ML). 

152871 Hair ornament 
Eagle feather with beaded buckskin section around shaft, 
attached to a beaded hide disk. 15" (38 cm). 

152872 Hair pendant 
Long curl of horsehair with fringed hide casing and loop at 
one end. 20" (51 cm). Records: Made of hairs from the tail 
of a horse. (ML). 

152873 Hair ornaments 
1. Metal hoop wrapped with beadwork, pendant strands of 
beads, and piece of fur. 2.25" (6 cm). 2. Hide disk covered 
with overlay beadwork in geometric pattern, multi-colored 
silk ribbons attached to back. 1.75" (4 cm). Records: Head 
ornament for men. These ornaments are sometimes conse­
crated and a religious meaning is given to them. (ML). 

152875 Earrings 
Three earrings consisting of a length of chain suspended 
from a shell hairpipe bead, with cut metal ornaments at end.

No number on specimen, erroneously 
tagged 152873. Slip of paper with note in Mooney's hand 
inside: "Leather knife pouch 0.15; 203." 4" (10 cm). 

152879 Knife and awl cases 
Two cases of commercial leather with separate lids attached 

by thongs, adorned with metal-wrapped, twisted fringe, and 
edged with German silver fittings. Shell hair pipes on 
suspension thongs. 10.5" (27 cm); 7.5" (19 cm). 

152880 Awl cases 
Two cylindrical hide cases with separate lids attached by 
thongs, German silver ornaments on fringes, one case 
covered with wrapped beadwork in geometric patterns, the 
other with lazy stitch beadwork. 7.25" (18 cm); 4.75" (12 
cm). Records: Worn on the belts of women and girls. One 
other case deaccessioned to Tioga Point Museum, Athens, 
Pennsylvania, 1926. (C, L). 

152882 Charm 
Diamond shaped with overlay beadwork in geometric 
patterns on both sides, thongs pendant from each corner. 3" 
(8 cm). Records: A "life charm." (C). 

152883 Peyote charm 
Two fringed disks of hide stitched together with padding 
inside, circular row of lazy stitch beadwork on each side. 
1.75" (4 cm). Records: Mescal pouch of beaded buckskin 
made in imitation of the narcotic disk of the cactus eaten in 
the Mescal Ceremony. The purse is worn on the necklace of 
the mescal eaters and contains a single consecrated mescal. 
(C, L). 

152884 Amulet 
Oval stone encased in buckskin with geometric overlay 
beadwork ornamentation. 1.5" (4 cm). Records: This amulet 
is from Chihuahua, Mexico, and was procured on a raid. The 
stone is believed by the Kiowas to have life and the power 
of motion. (C, L). 

152885 Choker necklace 
Diagonal woven beadwork on horsehair foundation. Bead-
edged thong ties with sections of loom-woven beadwork 
attached to ends. Damaged. 9" (23 cm). 

152886 Pouch Figure 32 
Hourglass-shaped pouch made of saddle leather, metal cone 
fringe on bottom and flap. Overlay beadwork in abstract 
design on front, flap, and part of back. Long metal cylinders 
hang from lower corners, large beads on thong handle. 5.75" 
(15 cm). Records: Girl's perfume pouch used to hold sweet 
scented plants and worn on the belt. (C, L). 

152887 Fans Figure 31 
Two fans of eagle tailfeathers mounted in hide-covered 
handles with fringe at end, one painted green and yellow 
with red and blue stripes. 25" (64 cm); 20" (51 cm). Records: 
Mescal fan made of an eagle's tail and used in the Mescal 
Ceremony to shield the eyes from the glare of the fire. (C, 
L). 

152888 Saddle blanket strip 
Hide strip fully beaded in lazy stitch in geometric pattern 
with four larger disks. 28" (71 cm). Records: For a saddle 
blanket. (C). 
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152889 Toilet bags Figure 33 
Four pouches of reused saddle leather. 1. Yellow-painted 
fringe on flap and bottom, lower fringe twisted. Overlay 
beadwork on front and flap in abstract designs. Leather 
strap. 10" (25 cm). 2. Rounded extension at bottom, blue 
painted fringe on flap and bottom. Overlay beadwork on 
front and flap with diamond-encircled designs. Studded with 
metal buttons. Thong handle. 14" (36 cm). 3. Blue fringe on 
flap and bottom. Overlay beadwork in abstract floral design 
on front and flap. Metal button on flap. Thong handle. 11" 
(28 cm). 4. Pointed bottom, fringe on flap, twisted fringe on 
bottom.

Pairs of thongs 
with wrapped beadwork and large beads hung from sides 
and bottom. Two belt loops on back. Strike-a-light missing. 
5" (13 cm). Records: Fire pouches are worn on the belt. 
When complete they contain flint, steel, and tinder. (C). 

152891 Knife cases 
Three cases of commercial leather, each heavily ornamented 
with brass studs and slit for belt to pass through; one 
rectangular, other two curved at bottom. 16.5" (42 cm); 
13.5" (34 cm); 10" (25 cm). Records: The men use them. 
(ML). 

152892 Powder horn and shot pouch 
Steer horn with wooden plug at end. Commercial hide pouch 
with long strap attached. On exhibit, not accessible for 
measurement. 

152893 Lance 
Double edged metal blade (18.75") set in wooden shaft. 
78.25" (99 cm). Records: Handle new, blade Mexican. Has 
killed 12 men. (C). Associated names: Big Bow. 

152895 Bow, arrows, and case 
1. Bow: Single curved wooden shaft, twisted sinew cord. 
51" (129 cm). 2. Bow case and quiver: Commercial leather 
connected with carrying strap, fringed at top and bottom. 
Awl case and pouch attached, containing two sections of 
steel file, hollow wooden cone, and metal ring. 44" (112 
cm). 3. Arrows: Twelve grooved wooden shafts, several 
painted, all fletched with three split feathers, four with 
elongated triangular metal points. 26.25" (67 cm). Records: 
Illustrated in Mason, 1893:679, pi. 82. (C). 

152896 Bow case and quiver 
Of mountain lion skin, wide carrying strap on which paws 
form pendants. Lazy stitch beadwork on red stroud cloth 
panels on strap and long triangular flap on quiver. 45" (114 
cm). 

152897 Dog Soldier standard (Pobon) 
Rawhide sash painted red with large slit at one end and small 
holes at other. Bundle of feathers at bottom of slit. Staff 
missing. 82" (208 cm). (See Photographic Collections, entry 
FP-24 for a photograph of both the sash and staff.) Records: 
A long staff wrapped with otter skin and ornamented with 
feathers, beads, bells, etc. It was the duty of the warrior to 
fasten it about his neck by means of a strap and then advance 
upon the enemy and thrust the staff into the earth. Thus he 
must keep his post until the battle is over. If unsuccessful in 
the fight he must die in this position, unless some of his 
comrades release him. The Dog Soldiers were a society of 
young warriors who took the lead in all military affairs and 
acted as police of the tribe. (L). 

152898 Wheel and stick game (Kotal) 
Wooden hoop filled with rawhide netting, painted red. 
NOTE: Four lances missing. 11.25" (29 cm). Records: The 
wheel is netted with rawhide. Four sticks or lances; one has 
a foreshaft and is painted blue and red and decorated with 
beads and eagle feathers; the others, which are smaller, are 
plain branches, at the upper ends of which are prongs, 
stained red. The object of the game is to throw the lance into 
the center of the wheel. (L). 

152899 Courting flute (Domba) 
Section of cedar painted red, split and hollowed, rejoined 
with pitch and tied with series of hide thongs. Roughly 
carved stop in shape of bird. 20.75" (53 cm). Records: The 
cracks are sealed with pine balsam. The six finger holes are 
burned through. Called a "love flute" and used for 
serenading.

152900 Drum and drumstick (Badalgaga) 
Single-headed drum stretched over cheese box foundation, 
head of rawhide secured with twine decorated with dark 
circle in center. Cylindrical wooden stick with ball head at 
each end. 16" (41 cm); 12.25" (31 cm). Records: Head of 
cow skin. Used in Mescal Ceremony. (C, L). 

152901 Drumstick 
Cylindrical wooden stick with ball head and triangular 
handle. Incised with lines, spiral, and tick marks. 12.75" (32 
cm). 

152902 Rattle (Tonga) 
Gourd head incised and painted with bird and sun motifs. 
Handle missing. 3" (8 cm). Records: Ornamented with 
symbolical mescal figures. Used in the ceremony of eating 
the cactus plant called mescal. (C, L). 

152903 Shinny stick and balls 
Two wooden sticks with curved ends, one with a knob head. 
Smudged with black and red paint. Two spherical balls, each 
made of two pieces of hide, painted red. 34" (86 cm); 3" (8 
cm). Records: This is a woman's game. Illustrated in Culin, 
1907:620, 629, figs. 795, 808, 809. (C, ML). 
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152904 Football 
Spherical ball made of two pieces of cowhide. 4" (10 cm). 
Records: The game of football is played by the women and 
girls. They do not drive the ball with the foot. The game 
consists in supporting the ball as long as possible on the toes 
of one foot while they dance around on the other. Illustrated 
in Culin, 1907:630, fig. 810. (C, ML). 

152905 Tops and whips 
Six conical blocks of wood, one painted, three with inserted 
bone point, one with metal point. Two wooden sticks with 
thongs attached at end with sinew. 12.25" (31 cm); 3.5" (9 
cm). Records: Illustrated in Culin, 1907:740, fig. 982. (C). 

152906 Ice dart (Guatogyabo) 
Short section of rib pointed at one end, decorated with 
punctate design. Blunt end holds two sticks inserted into 
shafts of feathers with quills stripped halfway. Remaining 
feather blade decoratively cut. 16" (41 cm). Records: This 
dart is used in sport. It is thrown along the ice, and the player 
whose dart goes the greatest distance wins the game. Played 
by young men. (C, L, ML). 

152907 Miniature game rings 
Two rings, one of twisted hide ornamented with short 
sections of beadwork; one wooden hoop laced with hide 
netting. 3.25" (8 cm); 2" (5 cm). Records: Warriors or 
hunters purchase the privilege of throwing a dart at this ring 
and derive auguries from success or failure in sending their 
darts through the circle. Illustrated in Culin, 1907:478, fig. 
623. (C, L). 

152908 Dice and tally sticks for awl Figure 40 
game (Tsona) 

Four sets of dice consisting of four half-round sticks, three 
of which are marked on one side with a red line, the fourth 
marked in black with designs on both faces. One set of five 
tally sticks painted green. One awl with metal point and 
wooden handle, incised and painted with geometric designs. 
5.25" (13 cm) to 8.75" (22 cm). Records: The game is played 
by women sitting upon the ground about a blanket, which is 
marked in a peculiar manner with charcoal lines to indicate 
the various stages of the game. As the game progresses, an 
awl is moved from one line to another according to the result 
of the throw.

152909 Dice (Tangokya) 
Twenty half-round sticks variously marked with red and 
black lines, zigzags, and dots.

Records: Consists of eight short sticks, variously marked. 
They are thrown like dice. The sticks are called mares and 
horses. The score of the game is kept by tally sticks. Played 
only by men. A favorite game in gambling for horses. 
Illustrated in Mooney, 1898:734, fig. 55; Culin, 1907:129, 
fig. 137. (C, L). 

152910 Medicine hair ornaments 
Strings of seed beads, pendant from metal button with thong 
tie, one with strip of fur at top. 14.5" (37 cm); 9.5" (24 cm). 

Records: When worn on the head it serves as an amulet and 
is probably used in the celebration of some secret ceremony. 
(ML). 

152911 Dice 
Twelve oval-shaped pieces of bone marked with incised 
lines and filled with pigment, six red and six black. 
Approximately 1.5" (4 cm). Records: Played in a basket. 
Illustrated in Mooney, 1898:748, figs. 71, 72; Culin, 1907: 
160, figs. 188, 189. (C). 

152912 Paint bone 
Tablet of porous bone, stained with red paint. 2.25" (6 cm). 

152913 Game arrows 
Six wooden arrows, forward third of each forming point that 
is triangular in cross section, points incised and painted with 
geometric and representational motifs including pipes, 
lances, fans, and otter. Shafts fletched with three split 
feathers. 29" (74 cm). Records: It is thrown with the hand 
like a javelin; the player who throws it the farthest wins. It 
is a man's game. Illustrated in Mooney, 1898:686, pi. 3; 
Culin, 1907:388, pi. IX. (C, ML). 

152914 Miniature bow 
Single-curve wooden stave painted red. Center and ends 
covered with hide and wrapped with seed beads. No string. 
14" (36 cm). Records: Toy. (C, ML). 

152915 Paint bag 
Irregularly shaped bag made of reused yellow-painted hide. 
Looped bead fringe at bottom with long strands of seed 
beads at corners. Front ornamented with overlay beadwork. 
No traces of paint on interior. 4.5" (11 cm). 

152916 Doll 
Small cloth doll tied onto miniature saddle, dressed in red 
wool dress with calico sash tied around waist; smaller doll in 
beaded hide dress tied to her back; crocheted doily with ball 
fringe serves as a saddle blanket. 4.5" (11 cm). 

152917 Doll stick 
Four dolls made of cloth with applied hair seated astride 
rough-hewn wooden stick. Two women dressed in beaded 
wool dresses; one man in cloth shirt and leggings, other man 
with hide shirt and carrying shield. 24" (61 cm). Records: 
Carried by children. (C). 

152918 Male doll 
Stuffed cloth doll with hide face, buffalo wool hair. Dressed 
in hide leggings, shirt, and moccasins. Ornamented with 
paint, fringe, and lazy stitch beadwork with mescalbean 
bandolier and painted shield. Shield: Yellow with blue dot at 
center and blue dots around upper perimeter, green lower 
section below band of blue, yellow, and red. 14" (36 cm). 
Records: Child's plaything. (ML). 

152919 Male doll 
Stuffed cloth body with green-painted hide head. Hide with 
rooted hair on head. Hide shirt, leggings, and moccasins 
ornamented with paint, fringe, and lazy stitch beadwork. 
Breastplate of seed beads. Carrying hide bow case, quiver, 
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and painted shield. Small cow horn spoon attached to shirt. 
Shield: Yellow with blue buffalo pierced by arrow on upper 
half, lower half with rows of blue dots.

Stuffed cloth doll with hide head and arms, buffalo wool 
hair.

152923 Spoons 
Two wooden spoons. One bowl-shaped, tied to tassle of deer 
hair with upper end wrapped in beads. The second with 
longer handle. 3.5" (9 cm); 7.75" (20 cm). Records: Toy 
spoons worn on the belts of little girls. (L). 

152924 Miniature bow case and quiver 
Hide with fur, ornamented with wool strouding and 
beadwork. 9" (23 cm). Records: Toy made of squirrel skin. 
(ML). 

152925 Female doll 
Cloth doll with hide dress painted green with red lines, 
beaded yoke. 5" (13 cm). 

152927 Medicine bag model 
Rectangular hide case with crescent-shaped top fringed on 
ends. Painted yellow with two red triangles on each side. 5" 
(13 cm). Records: Model. It is in the shape of a saddle and 
contains the "Great Talisman" of the Kiowas. No white man 
has succeeded in seeing the talisman but it is known to be 
composed of the three hundred or more scalp trophies of the 
tribe. (ML). 

152928 Miniature shield and saddle bag 
Double saddle bag edged with white beads tied to shield. 
Shield: Yellow with red dot at center and red triangle of hide 
attached to cover. 9" (23 cm). 

152929 Miniature saddle bags 
Two double saddle bags, each with long fringe ends, 
decorated with paint and beadwork. 10" (25 cm). Records: 
Toys made of buckskin. (L). 

152930 Miniature pouches 
Three rawhide pouches, one painted red and ornamented 
with fringe. 2.5" (6 cm); 2" (5 cm); 4" (10 cm). Records: 
Playthings made of rawhide. (L). 

152931 Miniature gun case and gun 
Hide case, fringed and beaded containing wood carving in 
shape of gun. 6" (13 cm). 

152932 Amulet 
Teardrop-shaped pouch of hide with self-fringe around 
perimeter. Stitched closed at neck. Broken lines of blue and 
white beadwork on both faces. 2.25" (6 cm). 

152933 Combs 
1. Bundle of stiff plant fibers wrapped in hide, completely 
covered with wrapped beadwork and fringed at end. 5.5" (14 
cm). 2. Bundle of stiff plant fibers wrapped with twisted 
fiber cord, upper section covered in plaited fibers. 6" (15 
cm). 

152934 Sweetgrass 
Plait of dried sweetgrass. 8" (20 cm). Records: Carried in 
pouches as perfume. The grass was found in the low grounds 
along the Washita. (L). 

152935 Paint bag 
Hide bag with fringe at bottom, tied at the neck, containing 
and heavily stained with powdered red paint. 4" (10 cm). 
Records: Filled with clay paint. (L). 

152936 Tweezers 
Folded piece of sheet metal. 1.5" (4 cm). Records: Made of 
piece of sheet-iron. Used for plucking out the beard. (L). 

152937 Hair stick Figure 44 
Wooden stick pointed at one end, enlarged at other and 
carved in form of Peyote button. Incised and painted red and 
blue. 8.25" (21 cm). Records: Head made to resemble the 
mescal root, eaten by the Kiowas. Used in parting the hair. 
Illustrated in Ewers, 1986:195. (C, L). 

152938 Whistle (Tsodaltem) 
Eagle-bone whistle with remnant of feather wrapped with 
sinew tied to one end. 8" (20 cm). Records: Made of bones 
from eagle's wings. The larger one is about one hundred 
years old. Used in the Sun Dance and for directing the 
movements of warriors in battle. (L). 

152939 Deer call 
A metal plate set between two pieces of wood, buffalo horn 
mouthpiece tied on with strip of cloth. 7" (18 cm). Records: 
Vibrated by the breath, the sound closely imitates the bleat 
of the deer. (L). 

152940 Pipe 
Two straight pipes made of deer tibia wrapped with sinew. 
6" (15 cm); 7.5" (19 cm). Records: Illustrated in McGuire, 
1899:384, fig. 15. (C, L). 

152941 Pipe 
Undecorated, cylindrical wooden stem. T-shaped bowl of 
light colored stone. 11" (28 cm); 2.25" (6 cm). Records: 
Procured by Kiowas from some northern tribe. About fifty 
years old. (L). 

152942 Pipe 
Undecorated, cylindrical wooden stem. T-shaped bowl of 
catlinite. 19.25" (49 cm); 7.25" (18 cm). Records: Procured 
by Kiowas through trade. (L). 

152945 Cradleboard 
Wooden lattice frame painted and ornamented with brass 
tacks, fully beaded canvas cover with cotton lining. Lazy 
stitch background and geometric and abstract floral motifs 
in overlay beadwork. Beaded commercial hide panel above 
hood and fringed hide pendants at bottom. 44.5" (113 cm).

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152946 Cradleboard 
Wooden lattice frame ornamented with metal tacks, fully 
beaded hide cover with canvas lining.

Wooden lattice frame, painted yellow and ornamented with 
sequins and large metal studs. Fully beaded cover on cloth 
foundation.

Decorated with yellow horsehair pendant, 
fiber hairbrush, and large beads. Umbilical case tied to top.

152948 Miniature cradleboard 
Painted wooden lattice frame, fully beaded hide cover with 
tabs at bottom, lined with cloth.

Rawhide covered wooden frame with arched pommel and 
cantle, heavy hide skirts under frame, crupper and girthing 
of rawhide. Braided rawhide rope tied to frame. 15.5" (39 
cm). 

152952 Headstall 
Harness leather with silver mountings attached to commer­
cial bit, reins of braided horsehair over rope foundation. 
Silver pieces stamped and engraved. 80" (204 cm). Records: 
Engraved by Indians. Illustrated in Feder, 1962:72, fig. 39. 
(C, L). 

152953 Headstall, reins, and bit 
Headstall of rawhide, bit of iron, reins of tanned hide. 
Records: Old style. (C). 

152954 Lariat 
Rawhide rope of continuous piece of cowhide with iron ring 
at one end. Approximately 26' 8" (839 cm). 

152955 Saddle blanket 
Rectangle of red wool bordered with bands of cotton 
applique in yellow, green, grey, and white. 45" (114 cm). 

152956 Saddle blanket 
An entire mountain lion skin lined with yellow cloth, beaded 
panel of red stroud cloth on each leg, strips of red cloth on 
tail. 80" (204 cm). Records: Panther skin. (C, L). 

152957 Saddle blanket 
Lynx hide with skin side painted yellow. 39" (99 cm). 

152958 Girl's robe 
Whole calfskin tanned with hair on. 56" (142 cm). Records: 
Worn over the shoulders. (L). 

152959 Hide blanket 
Buffalo hide, worn and patched. 72" (183 cm). 

152960 Woman's hide blanket 
Buffalo hide, heavily worn and patched, straps attached to 
inner side near left hind and forelegs. 76" (93 cm). Records: 
Old. Worn by women. (C). 

152961 Hide blanket 
Buffalo hide with hair on, heavily worn and repaired in 
several places. Catalog and label identify this as Kiowa. Tag 
identifies it as Comanche. 88" (223 cm). Records: A buffalo 
hide pieced with buffalo calf-skin. Thrown over the 
slat-work bed of willow wands. Very old. Tag [in Mooney's 
hand] reads: "Woman's buffalo blanket. Comanche. $7.00" 
(C, L, T). 

152962 Moccasins 
Soft sole, two-piece moccasins with T-seam at toe, made of 
buffalo hide with fur on, skin side out. 10.5" (27 cm). 
Records: Worn by a man when he accomplishes a solitary 
vigil upon the mountains for some religious purpose. Also 
worn by women in deep snow in winter. (L). 

152963 Parfleches 
Three folded rawhide cases, painted on front flaps in 
geometric patterns, outlined in black. Two form a matched 
set, all approximately 28.5" (72 cm). Records: This painting 
is done with a piece of bone. The cases are called 
"parfleche" because the French found the Indians carrying 
meat in them. Commonly used as valises for holding the 
Indian dresses. (L). 

152964 Rawhide case Figure 47 
Flat, seamed rectangular case painted with geometric 
designs on front and flap. 18" (46 cm). Records: War-bonnet 
case. (C). 

152965 Rawhide cases 
Three flat, rectangular cases of rawhide. 1. Geometric 
design on front. Contains feathers. 14.5" (37 cm). 2. Buf­
falo hide with hair on inside, unomamented. Contains 
feather fragments. 16.25" (41 cm). 3. Undecorated case. On 
exhibit, not accessible for measurement. Records: Used to 
hold feathers for head-dresses, etc. (L). 

152966 Rawhide cases 
Seven flat rectangular cases and one cylindrical case of 
rawhide. All but two painted with geometric forms. Strip of 
cotton applique on stroud cloth backing tied to cylindrical 
case. Records: Used to hold berries, sugar, powdered meat, 
etc. Illustrated in Krieger, 1931:556, pi. 8. (C, L). 

152967 Man's moccasins 
Heavily fringed, painted, with narrow lanes of lazy stitch 
beadwork. 10.25" (26 cm). Records: Plains Indians make 
soles to their moccasins whereas the Eastern Indians make 
theirs without soles. The Kiowa moccasin is generally 
ornamented with green paint, dark colored bead work, and 
very long fringe. (L).

Three crooked scrapers, two of elk antler, one of wood, each 
fitted with metal blade bound on with strips of rawhide. One 
has row of incised dots on underside. 11" (28 cm); 11.25" 
(29 cm); 12.25" (31 cm). Records: Handle made of deer 
antler. (L). 

152972 Scraper Figure 34 
Leg bone of cow, upper end cut with serrated edge, thong 
handle. 15" (38 cm). Records: Graining tool for hides. A 
piece of wood is laid in the concave part and the whole thing 
covered with leather. A thong is fastened to the top of this 
covering to wrap around the wrist and give the operator a 
firmer grip. (C, L). 

152973 Sharpener Figure 34 
Section of rib bone. 5.5" (14 cm). Records: A sharpener, or 
cleaner, made from a rib bone. Cataloged together with 
152,972. (C, L). 

152974 Hide scrapers Figure 36 
Six scrapers, fashioned of iron with serrated ends, all but one 
encased in hide or canvas. 13" (33 cm) to 14.75" (37 cm). 
Records: For hides. Made of concave strips of iron. The 
handle is filled in with a piece of wood and the whole 
covered with leather. Lower end serrate. Made of a piece of 
an old gun barrel. (L, ML). 

152975 Hide scraper 
Unmodified rib bone. 16" (41 cm). Records: A rib bone of a 
cow used in unhairing hides after they have been slightly 
sweated. (L). 

152976 Knives 
Four knives made of sheet metal, three of iron, one of 
copper, two with serrated edge, one hafted length-wise in 
section of rib bone, other three have one length-wise edge 
folded over to create handle. 4.25" (11 cm) to 7.25" (18 cm). 
Records: Woman's knife. (C). 

152977 Knife cases 
1. Rectangle of commercial hide with top flap. 12.25" (31 
cm). 2. Rawhide with notched, curved edge and small slit 
for belt to go through. 9.25" (24 cm). Records: The men use 
them. (ML). 

152978 Knife case 
Rectangular case of rawhide. Knife missing. 10" (25 cm). 
Formerly listed as T-20157. Records: Butcher knife (much 
worn). Worn on woman's belt. (L). 

152979 Hide-working rope 
Rope of twisted rawhide. 36" (91 cm). Records: Used in 
dressing hides. (L). 

152980 Hide-working rope 
Rope of four-strand braided sinew. 36" (91 cm). Records: 
Used in tanning hides. (ML). 

152981 Arrow straightener Figure 38 
Section of rib bone, pierced with one hole. 8" (20 cm). 
Records: Used as a wrench to straighten arrow shafts. (C, L). 

152982 Arrow rasp Figure 38 
Four pieces of sheet metal, folded and punched with many 
rough holes. 4.75" (12 cm). Records: Used in removing the 
bark and roughing arrow shafts. (L). 

152983 Arrow smoother Figure 38 
Two pieces of sandstone each with yellow-stained groove 
down center. 4.25" (11 cm). Records: Two pieces of stone 
with grooves, through which the arrow shafts are drawn to 
be brought to a smooth surface. (L). 

152984 Arrow groover Figure 38 
Tip of commercial knife blade with double notches in blade 
edge. 3" (8 cm). Records: The point of a butcher knife, 
notched for making grooves in arrow shafts. The reason for 
these grooves is unknown. (C, L). 

152985 Arrow notcher Figure 38 
Commercial steel knife stamped "J. Russell & Co., Green 
River Works" with wooden handle. Edge notched. 9.5" (24 
cm). Records: A case knife made into a saw. Used to cut 
notches into arrow shafts for the insertion of the head and for 
making nocks. (C, L). 

152986 Whetstone 
Fine-grained rectangular stone. 4" (10 cm). Records: Used 
to sharpen awls, knives, etc. (L). 

152987 Medicine bag 
Undecorated rectangular bag of heavy hide. Thong tie. 8.5" 
(22 cm). Records: Used to hold herbs, roots, etc., and 
employed as medicine by the shaman or doctor. (L). 

152988 Quirt 
Undecorated wooden handle, hide strap, rawhide lash. 13.5" 
(34 cm). Records: Carried on the wrist by horsemen. More 
elaborate ones, procured from traders, are now in common 
use. (C, L). 

152989 Medicine bow 
Single curved stave made of rib bone, strung with twisted 
sinew. 15" (38 cm). Records: Employed in one case to shoot 
an arrow of defiance toward a spirit in the clouds who had 
caused the buffalo hunt to be unsuccessful. (L). 

152990 Sumac tobacco 
Tobacco compound in cloth bag. 5.5" (14 cm). Records: 
Made by boiling sumac leaves in grease. The leaves are then 
dried, pounded, and mixed with tobacco. This compound 
gives a delightful smoke. (L). 

152991 Pot stirrer 
Section of rib bone. 16.5" (42 cm). Records: A rib bone of 
beef used for stirring the pot of thick stew which is the 
principal food of the prairie tribes. (L). 
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152993 Dipper 
Long handled wooden spoon with bowl carved from burl. 
Blue-dyed thong through pierced handle. 14.75" (38 cm). 

152994 Spoon 
A spoon made of split buffalo horn, painted red inside and 
out. Thong through pierced handle. 9.25" (24 cm). 

152995 Food bowls 
Four wooden bowls carved from burls, each with single 
handle pierced for thong. Interior of larger bowl stained red. 
9" (23 cm); 6" (16 cm); 6" (16 cm); 5.5" (14 cm). 

152996 Stone hammers Figure 39 
Two heavy stone mauls made of river cobbles with wooden 
handles in rawhide casings secured with sinew stitching. 
15.25" (39 cm). Records: Used to pound dried meat, crack 
bones, drive tent pegs, etc. (C, L). 

152997 Digging stick 
Wooden stick, pointed at one end. 42" (107 cm). Records: 
Used for digging edible and medicinal roots. The tuberous 
root called "pomme blanche," which resembles a turnip, is 
dug by the Kiowas. (L). 

152998 Fire fan 
Bundle of grass tied near one end with strip of cotton cloth. 
22" (56 cm). Records: Used to fan the fires when heating 
stones for the sweat-house. The sweat-house is a very small 
hut in which sweat-baths are taken either for medicinal 
purposes or as a preliminary to some religious ceremony. 
The hut is heated by the steam caused by pouring water on 
hot stones. The bather remains in the hut until his body is 
profuse with sweat and then runs out and plunges into a 
stream of water. (C, L). 

152999 Tipi ornament 
Strip of skin with long hair from tip of buffalo tail tied to a 
bundle of hide thongs. 11.5" (29 cm). Records: Hung on the 
outside of the wigwam for decoration, or perhaps as a 
charm. (L). 

153000 Tongs 
Two forked wooden sticks. 14.25" (36 cm). Records: Used 
to handle hot stones in the sweat-house. Red hot stones are 
taken from the fire and placed in the house. Water is poured 
over them in order to produce steam, in which the patient sits 
until he is in a reeking sweat. Illustrated in Hough, 
1928:110, pi. 85, figs. 4, 5. (C, L). 

153002 Meat stone 
A smooth, flattened river cobble. 6" (15 cm). Records: Used 
for pounding meat or bones. (L). 

153004 Pestle 
A cylindrical stone with flattened ends. 5" (13 cm). Records: 
Used for pounding meat. Meat is dried in the sun until it can 
be pounded into a powder. This is kept in leather bags. (L). 

153005 Pot hanger 
A forged steel chain with large hook at end. 20.5" (52 cm). 
Records: A rude branch to which is attached a chain and 
hook. This is planted in the ground in the center of the tipi 

near the fireplace. Limb was disposed of in 1943 due to 
damage. (C, L). 

153006 Tobacco bag 
Cylindrical hide case, forked at bottom. Seams covered with 
two-thread porcupine quill embroidery in red, white, and 
purple. Ornamented with quill-wrapped thongs and tufts of 
red horsehair in metal cones. 21.5" (55 cm). Records: 
Recorded by Mooney as of Sioux origin, although pur­
chased from a Kiowa. (C). 

153007 Tipi model 
1. Hide cover unpainted except for red band edged in black 
around top below ears, down front edge, and around base. 
Three sets of black tipped feathers drawn on each side of 
front edges with hair tassel above each set. Red dot 
surrounded by yellow band and swirling lines on upper 
back, hair tassel attached below. Black striped hide door on 
wooden hoop. Some wooden pins for securing front edges 
and stakes for securing bottom. 114" (290 cm). 2. Hide 
cover painted blue with red line, green Maltese cross and 
crescent at back, red lines with green dots outlined in blue 
and red down sides, horsehair, and feather pendants. Blue 
hide door. 61.5" (166 cm). This cover is probably incorrectly 
numbered and is not the original model of the Big Bow tipi.

Records: This 
tomahawk is of Mexican origin. The Kiowas distinguish this 
lanceolate pattern as the true Kiowa type. Illustrated in 
McGuire, 1899:466, fig. 87. (C, L).

The collection includes Ghost Dance material from the 
Sioux, Cheyenne, and Arapaho, as well as Kiowa objects, 
primarily shield models.

For the shield models, 
the collector provided the names of the owners and usually the 
name of the shield type, often in both English and Kiowa.

These shield models are 7" (18 cm) in diameter and consist 
of a painted buckskin cover stretched over a disk of rawhide.

Records: Shell, a 
wooden hoop; head, of dog skin, stretched over the hoop; on 
the back the skin is gathered by a puckering string. Used in 
Mescal and other ceremonies. (L).

Inner cover: Red around right perimeter, blue around left, 
painted yellow below red, blue and yellow geometric pattern 
across center, red Maltese cross at top, cow with blue 
forequarters at left.

Outer cover: Red and 
yellow lines across center, remaining designs obscured by 
stains. Headdress: Two curved sections of cow hom set in 
rectangular hide covering painted blue and yellow, edged 
with beads and hung with twisted hide thongs with remnants 
of feathers at ends.

In 
the center of this cover is a Maltese cross representing the 
morning star. Below are lines and colorings symbolic of the 
elements and the sunlight. Around the circumference is a 
fringe of red cloth with metal pendants and a pendant of 
cow's tail from the inside. The headdress, which was 
detached from the shield and fastened upon the head of the 
owner upon going into battle, consists of a pair of homs 
made from the homs of a cow-bull, to which are attached 
several feathers and the wing of a hawk. This shield was 
obtained from White Horse, one of the most notorious 
raiders in the tribe. The shield is perhaps thirty years old and 
contains two bullet holes, one received in a fight with the 
Navahoes, the other received in a fight with the Texans. (L). 

[The following information is from 229908, a model of 
this shield that is no longer in the collection.] The Cow 
shield had its origin from a vision by Guikati, Wolf Lying 
Down, while on a cattle stealing raid into Mexico about 
seventy years ago [ca. 1825]. He was killed by the 
Cheyennes in 1838. He made four of this series. Others to 
whom he delegated authority made eight or twelve Cow 
shields in all. This particular shield was made for White 
Horse about 1865, the price paid was three ponies and a 
number of blankets. He carried it in numerous raids along 
the Texas and Kansas frontier until the close of the war in 
1875, and sold it to the U.S. Government in 1891 before his 
death. The shield has two covers, of which the outer one was 
loosened and thrown back so as to expose the decorated 
inner cover just before going into battle. At the same time, 
the shield was shaken toward the enemy so as to make the 
bell and metal bangles ring. (L). Associated names: White 
Horse. 

165234 Taime shield (Tsenbo) Figure 10 
Rawhide disk with two hide covers, hide straps at back. Disk 
painted but inaccessible to view. Inner cover: Black dot at 
center surrounded by green disk, green crescents at upper 
right and left, green band across lower section with black 
vertical dashes below. Claw suspended at left, stuffed crow 

attached at top. Outer cover: Painted white. (See catalog 
numbers 229827 and 229828 for models of this shield.) 
19.5" (50 cm). (See Photographic Collections, inventory 
numbers 006369.00, 006487.00 (see Figure 102), and 
006492.00 for pictures of Adalpepti holding this shield.) 
Records: Made from the hide of a buffalo bull with two 
covers of buckskin. Outside cover was chalked to keep it 
clean. The paintings on the inside cover represent the rain, 
moon, sun, and sunlight. Attached are several feathers, eagle 
claws, and small roots, all of which possessed medicinal or 
sacred properties. The crow was detached from the shield 
just before going into battle and fastened upon the head of 
the owner of the shield. This shield is said to have been 
made under direct inspiration from the god, whose image is 
exposed in the Medicine Dance, and has a history running 
back sixty years [ca. 1835]. (L). 

165235 War shirt Figure 23 
Poncho-style made of four skins with extensive native 
repair. Blue streaked paint on upper body. Rectangular neck 
tabs decorated in red flannel, lazy stitch beadwork, and quill 
and yam-wrapped horsehair pendants. Broad bands of 
geometric overlay beadwork on shoulders and sleeves, 
edged with long ermine pendants—except right front where 
pendants are scalp locks wrapped in flannel and quillwork. 
Form and beadwork typical of the Crow, from whom this 
may have been obtained in trade. 50" (127 cm). Mooney 
(1898:400) notes that a scalp shirt formerly belonging to 
Dohasan III, the husband of Ankima, is in the collection of 
the National Museum. (See Photographic Collections,

(see Figure 2) for pictures of this shirt worn by Dohasan.) 
Records: Adorned with beadwork, ermine skins, and Navajo 
scalps.

20.5" (52 
cm). This case may go with the shirt listed above, catalog 
number 165235. Records: War shirt box. (C). 

165244 Rawhide case Figure 48 
Cylindrical case with geometric painted designs. 23.5" (60 
cm). This may be the specimen referred to by Mooney 
(1898:400), who mentions a war bonnet case in the National 
Museum that formerly belonged to Dohasan III. Records: 
War-bonnet case. (C).

Converging wooden poles with crosspiece at narrow end, 
one-third of way down two crosspieces with hide netting 
between them and arched cover of rods tied with thongs.

The correct 
accession number cannot be determined, although records 
indicate several other nonanthropological acquisitions from 
F.W. Clarke, who collected mineral specimens for the U.S. 
Geological Survey.

Wooden frame painted and ornamented with metal tacks, 
fully beaded canvas cover with cloth lining. Lazy stitch 
background with geometric and abstract motifs in overlay. 
Beaded commercial hide panel above hood and painted hide 
tabs at bottom. 39.75" (101 cm). 

175632 Courting flute (Domba) Figure 43 
Made of split, hollowed section of cedar painted red and 
yellow, wrapped with three sections of green-painted sinew. 
Incised and painted geometric designs. Bird effigy stop. 22" 
(56 cm). Records: Male. Illustrated in Ewers, 1986:164, fig. 
157B. (C). 

175633 Courting flute (Domba) Figure 43 
Made of split, hollowed section of cedar painted green, 
wrapped with three sections of red-painted sinew, tied with 
series of hide thongs, incised and painted with geometric 
designs.

Split section of cedar pierced with finger holes and slot. 20" 
(51 cm). Records: Female. Left open to show the Indian 
fashion of making a tube, the structure of the diaphragm, the 
slot, and the finger holes.

The collection consists of one Kickapoo and two Kiowa 
specimens that Mooney notes in the accession file "have been 
here for some time for study purposes." The textile Mooney 
describes as "Pueblo blanket, worn [showing wear] - This is 
the wrapping for the Set-Konkya Buffalo Shield [178356], 
previously accessioned, and was held when the shield went to 

Nashville" [Tennessee Centennial Exposition of 1897]. The 
third item in the collection was recorded as, "Kiowa Calendar 
Painted on Buckskin by Anko. Illustration to appear in my 
Kiowa paper in 17th Annual" [Mooney, 1898]. Notes in the 
museum catalog indicate that the calendar, which was a 
commissioned copy of one kept on paper, has been missing 
since at least the 1930s. Mooney in a letter to Hough explains 
that he had kept these specimens for some time for study.

The collection consists of shield and tipi models from the 
Kiowa and Kiowa Apache with a few shield models from the 
Cheyenne, together with six hide paintings and one original 
Kiowa Apache shield. The material was commissioned by 
Mooney and produced between 1901 and 1904 for display at 
the Louisiana Purchase Exposition in St. Louis. The accession 
file includes typed label copy for catalog numbers 229801-
229908. Specimens cataloged 245001-245078 constitute ma­
terial accessioned with the rest of the collection in 1904, but 
which were returned to the Bureau for Mooney's study without 
being cataloged. They were returned to the museum in 1944, at 
which time they were cataloged by reference to Mooney's 
specimen tags and to his notes in NAA Mss 2531 and 2538 (see 
Part 2. The Kiowa Manuscript Collections). Some cataloging 
errors occurred in the shield models, with Cheyenne models 
being entered as "?Kiowa." Those with identifiable Cheyenne 
names have been corrected, but the tribal affiliation of those 
models numbered 245048-245077 is uncertain. Many of these 
models are unfinished. 

229801-229890 

These models are 6.5" (17 cm) in diameter unless otherwise 
noted and consist of a painted buckskin cover stretched over a 
metal disk with raised edges, which is backed with a disk of 
rawhide. Various items that would have been attached to the 
original shield, such as feathers or hoof rattles, are represented 
by miniatures of similar materials. The term "circle" is used for 
a round outline, whereas the terms "dot" or "disk" are used for 
smaller and larger areas of solid color. The designations 
"outside" and "inside" are referring to the outer and inner 

covers of the original shields and are written on the backs of the 
models. Associated names are also written on the models and 
may refer to either the originator of the design or a subsequent 
owner.

Orange with blue dot at center surrounded by yellow, black, 
and white concentric circles, upside-down, red human 
figures on each side with wavy lines below eyes, blue 
crescents above heads, beads and feathers at center, hooves, 
feather, and bone at right, left pendant missing, piece of 
furred hide at top, two horsehair tufts and braided yam strap 
at back. Outside. Records: Paitalyi (Sun Boy) was a noted 
Chief during the period of the last Kiowa outbreak, 
1874-1875. The bone pendant represents the eagle-bone 
whistle of the Sun Dance. (C). Associated names: Akopti; 
Paitalyi; Koniatain. 

229836 Red shield model (Kinaguadal) 
Orange with dark red line around perimeter, rounded white 
section at top with blue crescent surrounded by dots, 
feathers on right and left, hooves and feathers near center, 
two furred hide strips and braided yam strap at back. 
Outside. Records: This shield was a direct inspiration from 
the Taime spirit (see catalog number 229825), which 
appeared to the author [originator] while lying wounded and 
helpless after a battle with the Mexicans in 1839. (See also 
catalog number 229833.)

229864 Beaver shield model (Po) 
Black dot at center, five guns with bullet marks at right, five 
arrows at left with green branch and beaver with gun held in 
mouth.

Associated names: Sadalkontihalanti. 

229865 Red shield model (Kinaguadal) 
Red with blue dot at center, bunch of hooves at center, 
braided yam strap at back. Outside. Records: Period:

This shield was 
originally captured from the Crows by an ancestral Kicking 
Bird before the removal of the Kiowas from the north.

229890 Bear shield model (Set) 
Dark green background, lighter green center spot, red and 
black lines at top, forequarters of bear on right, guns on left, 
upper edge covered by feathered, red wool cloth with trailers 
hanging below. Outside. Associated names: Teneangopti; 
Setimkia. 

229891 Bird shield model 
Green with white band down center decorated with a black 
pipe, bullet marks, and concave rectangle at bottom, bird 
figures on each side with arrows at left and bullet marks at 
right. Strips of red stroud cloth around edges with feathers at 
ends, scalp locks on left, ermine strips on right, brass bell at 
top. Inside. (See catalog number 229818 for another model 
of this shield.) 19" (48 cm). Records: The "dreamer," or 
author, of the bird shield was Adalboingyato, bom about 
1800, died 1870. He obtained his shield medicine from ten 
bird spirits when a boy and soon afterwards made ten shields 
according to their instruction. The first shield he kept for 
himself until 1851, when he gave it to Gaapiatan, from 
whose dictation this model was made. Gaapiatan carried it in 
many battles, remaining always unwounded, and buried it 
with his son in 1892. This was the last remaining bird shield. 
He himself died in 1901. The snake-like figures parallel with 
the pipe represent flying bullets. The eagles are the male and 
female eagle from whom the originator got his principal 
medicine. The green represents the sky; the enclosed dots 
and rings below the pipe are stars. The red strouding border 
is twined on one side with ermine pendants and on the other 
with human scalp locks, with the whole tail of a large hawk 
at each end. There is much myth, ceremony and tabu 
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connected with this shield. The owner must never smoke a 
red stone pipe, taste of bird meat, or allow any dead bird near 
his canoe [sic, probably a miscopying of camp].

229894 Hide painting 
Depicting preparations for the Medicine Lodge, including 
counting coup on the tree to form the center pole and 
smoking to the Taime. Painted by Hangun. 50" (127 cm). 
Records: The Sun Dance: Smoking to the Medicine. This 
painting on buckskin represents one of the preliminary 
ceremonies of the great annual Sun Dance, last enacted by 
the Kiowas in 1887. At the left upper comer is the 
cottonwood tree, which has been chosen to be cut down to 
form the center pole of the Medicine Lodge. The framework 
of crossed poles below shows where it is to be planted. On 

the upper right comer is a group of priests, with the 
ceremonial fans, black pipe, and medicine bags. In the center 
sits the chief priest of the ceremony, the keeper of the Taime, 
or sacred image, wearing upon his brows a fillet of jack 
rabbit skin. Behind him sits the woman whose office it was 
to cut down the tree at each annual Sun Dance. Among the 
Kiowas this must be done by a captive woman, who, at this 
period was a Mexican, as indicated by the wavy hair and 
light skin. The mounted warrior, with the scalp erect upon a 
staff, is returning to announce that he has "counted coup" 
upon the sacred tree, as upon the body of an enemy, to claim 
it for the tribe. The lower part of the picture represents the 
"smoking" or incensing to the sacred Taime (see catalog 
numbers 229825-229832), before taking it from its par-
fleche case and undoing the wrappings. This also must be 
done by a captive, in order that no harm befall the tribe from 
neglect of any of the accompanying taboos. The captive, 
another Mexican, still living, sits at the farther end, wearing 
a military coat. Behind and in front are the chiefs of the 
officiating warrior societies. (A). Associated names: Han­
gun. 

229895 Hide painting 
Depicting the mock battle preparatory to the cutting of the 
center pole for the Medicine Lodge. Painted by Hangun. 56"

of the Medicine Lodge. The tree, with the women who are to 
bring it in, is defended by warriors behind the breastwork. 
Besides their weapons, the warriors carry shields and coup 
sticks or clubs made of interwoven leafy willow rods, and 
both warriors and horses are decked in their finest 
ceremonial equipment of paint and ornamentation, each one 
according to his society or office. The warrior on the 
extreme left carries a ceremonial coup stick with fox-skin 
pendant. This was one of the most picturesque spectacles of 
the old Indian life, hundreds of warriors frequently taking 
part in the spirited mimic contest. (A). Associated names: 
Hangun. 

229896 Hide painting Figure 7 
Depicting bringing in the uprights and leafy cottonwood 
branches for construction of the Medicine Lodge. Painted by 
Hangun. 56" (142 cm). Records: The Sun Dance: Building 
the Medicine Lodge. This represents the building of the 
Medicine Lodge and the decoration of the center pole, and 
the bringing in of the uprights and leafy cottonwood 
branches by the women, escorted by warriors beating hand 
drums while all sing chants in unison. In the foreground are 
two warriors riding with their sweethearts mounted behind 
them. On the completion of the Medicine Lodge a long 
procession of warriors and young women, mounted thus in 
pairs, rode slowly around the entire camp circle singing 
chants until after sundown. (A). Associated names: Hangun. 
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229897 Hide painting 
Depicting various scenes from the Medicine Lodge cere­
mony and Peyote ceremony. Painted by Hangun. 56" (142 
cm). Records: The Sun Dance and the Peyote Ceremony. 
The figures on the left with the mounted warrior in the center 
have reference to the Sun Dance. Those on the center and 
right refer to the Peyote rite. In the first group we have the 
decorated center pole of the Medicine Lodge, the pipes, fan, 
and rattles of the dance, the Taime box closed, and the same 
box open, with the sacred image partly exposed, two Sun 
Dancers (with their Sun Dance paint, headband of jack 
rabbit skin, yellow down feather, head pendant, eagle-bone

Above we see the tipi again, with a woman in elk-tooth dress 
waiting outside for the signal to hand in the sacred food. In 
the upper right hand comer is the circle of worshippers 
inside the tipi, the two with drum and rattle at the west end, 
with the fire, the mound, and sacred Peyote in center. (A).

monster (Tsoigadal), and a sacred image of the Big Shield 
Band (Gadombitsonhi). Also shown at center is a Peyote 
button and ceremonial equipment. Painted by Hangun. 52" 
(132 cm). Records: The Kiowa Pantheon. The gods and 
mythic creations of the Kiowas. The figure at the left upper 
comer is the Thunder, conceived as a great bird, which 
causes the lightning by the snapping of its beak, thunder by 
the flapping of its wings, and rain by shaking the drops of 
moisture from its feathers. The second and fourth figures 
above are different conceptions of the Whirlwind, conceived 
as a winged horse with body of clouds. Between is Sindi, a 
lanky, naked trickster and wonder-worker equivalent to the 
Manabozho of the Algonquian tribes, always hungry and 
always going about in search of unwary prey. Behind him 
are two Saiodal, great hairy cannibals, carrying skin bags for 
their human prey, wearing a cedar tree upon their heads. 
They are sometimes represented as mere disembodied heads 
but living and moving about. The two fish figures are 
differing conceptions of the Zemoguani, or great homed 
fish, supposed to frequent deep water caverns, where it has 
sometimes been seen for brief moments. According to some 
accounts it sometimes seizes and kills an unlucky swimmer 
and wears his scalp upon its homs. Above the Zemoguani is 
the sacred Peyote (or Mescal) plant, with the drum, staff, 
rattle, and eagle-feather fan used in the Peyote ceremony. To 
the left is the Kiowa conception of the mastodon, known to 
them from the fossil bones frequently found in clay banks, 
and imagined to be those of a deep river monster under the 
name of Tsoigadal, the Water Buffalo. The actual buffalo is 
figured in the lower right hand comer, and above it is the 
Gadombitsonhi (Old Woman Under the Cliff), a sacred 
wonder-working image formerly belonging to the "Big 
Shield" band but mysteriously lost some seventy years ago. 
The great tribal palladium, the Taime (see catalog number 
229825), is held too sacred for imitation and the artist 
steadfastly refused to paint it. (A). Associated names: 
Hangun. 

229901 Hide painting 
Depicting the felling and erection of the cottonwood tree 
used as the center pole for the Medicine Lodge and the 
bringing in of the buffalo hide placed on the center pole. 
Many painted tipis are shown. Painted by Hangun. 52.5" 
(133 cm). Records: The Sun Dance: The Camp Circle. 
Measuring the Pole. At the lower right hand comer we have 
the ceremonial group about to cut down the tree destined for 
the center pole of the Medicine Lodge. To the left we have 
the priest measuring the trunk for the height. In the upper 
right hand comer we see the slain buffalo from which a 
string of hide has been cut along forehead and back to be 
wrapped around the main transverse pendant of the center 
pole. The green spot nearby is the buffalo wallow. The tipi 
circle represents the hereditary, decorated tipis of the 
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prominent families of the tribe as formerly set up in proper 
position in the great Sun Dance Circle, the priests' tipi, the 
sweat house, and the center pole of the Medicine Lodge 
being already set up within the circle. (A). Associated 
names: Hangun. 

229903 Shield model 
Orange with yellow disk at center, red band around 
perimeter, four parallel lines across center. Feather and hoof 
pendants at each side, horsehair pendant wrapped in red 
stroud cloth down center. Two horsehair pendants and 
knitted yam strap at back. Outside. (See catalog number 
229858 for another model of this shield.) 20" (51 cm). 
Records: The red paint is the mineral red. The central yellow 
disk typifies the sun, with four parallel rays on either side. 
The mist red-and-yellow body color is the auroral dawn. The 
eagle-wing feather, fawn hoof, and bead strings on the right 
signify the eagle and its food, the fawn and the snake. The 
hair pendant represents a turkey beard. Central pendant is a 
horse tail. (C). Associated names: Konadalti; Tsonkiada. 

229904 Porcupine tipi model 
Buckskin cover painted on exterior. White with red band at 
bottom and ears flanked by blue line. Row of blue 
porcupines around bottom, larger porcupine positioned 
vertically on back center. Horsehair tuft at back. White hide 
door. Set of poles. 62" (157 cm). Records: Above the base 
line is a row of dark blue porcupines, those on the left being 
the males and those on the south side, females. At back is a 
single large male holding in his forepaws an arrow directed 
toward his tent. The green-lined open space from the head 
downward represents the connection line between the throat 
and the heart. The porcupine itself is here symbolic of the 
sun. Above the door is fastened a miniature model of the 
parfleche case in which were contained the insignia of the 
warrior society to which the owner belonged, with his 
pipestem on the outside, the pipe being supposed to be 
inside. Model by Apiatan, son of Apenguadal. Illustrated in 
Ewers, 1978:21, fig. 14. (C). Associated names: Apen­
guadal; Apiatan. 

229905 Buffalo tipi model 
Buckskin cover painted on exterior. White with red section 
at ears and around bottom, row of buffalo at baseline, those 
at each end with heart line and bird perched on back, figure 
of elk with heart line and pipe at center, horsehair pendant. 
Unpainted hide door. Set of poles. 54" (137 cm). Records: 
Origin of tipi unknown. The model is from dictation by 
daughter of former owner. The shield represented with large 
and small tripods and "leaner" is a variant of the buffalo 
shield carried by Hanguapa. [The shield to which Mooney 
refers was cataloged separately, and its number is uncertain.] 
Illustrated in Ewers, 1978:23, fig. 17. (C). Associated 
names: Hanguapa. 

229907 Society lance model (Pabon) 
Pole painted green with four-sided point; incised and 

painted zigzag lines at one end, other end with wrapped 
beadwork and feathers below red-painted, forked end. 61.5" 
(166 cm). This item was found numbered 153007, corre­
sponding to the model of Big Bows tipi. It is possible that 
this model represents Big Bow's ceremonial staff, or zebat, 
but this model is not of the same proportions as the tipi 
model. It has been identified as 229907, which was missing, 
by process of elimination. Records: Officer's lance staff of 
the Koitsenko Warrior's Society. Set upright, point in 
ground beside tipi door. (C, L). 

229909 Shield model blanks 
1. Twenty-four unpainted hides stretched over rawhide-
backed disks. 5.5" (14 cm). 2. Eighty unpainted hides 
stretched over hoops. 4" (10 cm). Records: Mooney had 
these metal disks covered with buckskin to be used in the 
field to have designs drawn on them. This group is blank 
stock material that came back unused. (C). 

229911 Shield model trimmings 
One bunch of multi-colored sections of four-strand braided 
yam. One bunch of red-painted hide strips with fringed and 
serrated edges. Records: Prepared in the field for illustrating 
Kiowa heraldry. (C). 

229912 Hide 
Tanned calf hide with hair on. Other hides not located. 35" 
(89 cm). Records: Farmed [ranch-raised] buffalo skin, calf 
skin, and deerskin used by Mooney for preparation of shield 
models. (C). 

229913-229920 

These models are 6.5" (17 cm) in diameter and consist of a 
painted buckskin cover stretched over a metal disk with raised 
edges, which is backed with a disk of rawhide. Various items 
that would have been attached to the original shield, such as 
feathers or hoof rattles, are represented by miniatures of similar 
materials. The term "circle" is used for a round outline, whereas 
the terms "dot" or "disk" are used for smaller and larger areas 
of solid color. The designations "outside" and "inside" are 
referring to the outer and inner covers of the original shields 
and are written on the backs of the models. Associated names 
are also written on the models and may refer to either the 
originator of the design or a subsequent owner. 

229913 Shield model 
White circle at center, feather and tuft of buffalo wool tied at 
top, two fur pendants and braided yam strap at back.

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perimeter, yam-wrapped horsehair pendant and two fringed 
hide pendants at top, two horsehair pendants, bell, and 
braided yam strap at back. Outside. Associated names:

Black, yellow, and red concentric circles at center with 
pendent feather. 

229917 Shield model 
Purple cover with white crescent at top, green crosses on 
each side, fur strip down center, bundle of pendent feathers 
on right side, dewclaws and horsehair tuft on left.

Four red dots, vertical dashes, and circle at perimeter, cloth 
bundle and feathers at top, radiant red lines on back. This is 
probably a model of catalog number 233534.

Blue, red, yellow, and green concentric circles at center and 
perimeter, vertical dashes of red on unpainted field, two 
beaded, fringed hide pendants at top, bundle of dewclaws, 
feathers, and horsehair strip with bells pendent from center, 
horsehair tassels and braided yam strap at back. This is 
probably a model of catalog number 233534. 

229920 Shield model 
Green with red pipe bowl at top, yellow four-pointed star at 
bottom, line of red and blue circles at right, two white 
rectangles with rows of bullet marks, bells, hooves and 
feather at center. This is a model of catalog number 233534. 

229920-A Shield model 
Green cover with yellow four pointed star at top, red pipe 
bowl at bottom, a line of red and blue circles attached to star, 
two white rectangles with rows of bullets. This is a duplicate 
of catalog number 229920, except reversed top to bottom as 
indicated by placement of the hanging strap.

It 
appears to have been assembled over the same period of time 
(1901-1904) and for the same purposes as accession 42431, 
and a few items already accessioned with that number were 
erroneously included in the transmittal list for this collection. 
Most items in this accession are originals with only a few 
models. Many specimens were included in the Louisiana 
Purchase Exposition in St. Louis (1904), and file notes indicate 
they subsequently traveled to Portland for the Lewis and Clark 
Exposition before returning to the museum in 1906. 

233068 Medicine Lodge effigy model 
Long bunch of plant fibers wrapped with cloth strips and 
scrap of buffalo hide to which are tied a bunch of eagle 
feathers and five squares of printed cotton cloth.

Formerly worn by Setangya (Satank), killed 
by guard at Fort Sill, 1871. From his son. (C). Associated 
names: Setangya.

233076 Hide dressing rope (Yaison) 
Braided of four strands of sinew. Cannot be unwrapped for 
measurement. Records: Before using this the Kiowa used a 
rope of twisted rawhide cut to have serrated edges along the 
sides. (C). 

233077 Hide dressing tool Figure 37 
Four pieces of porous bone. Approximately 2.75" (7 cm). 
Records: Spongy part of thigh joint of a cow. Used for 
cleaning and smoothing surface of skin in dressing process. 
Buffalo and elk bones were formerly used. (C). 

233078 Scraper (Tai) 
Section of cow tibia, one end angled and toothed, rawhide 
strap attached. 9.25" (24 cm). Records: As formerly made. 
For about seventy years or more the Plains tribes have been 
using similarly shaped implements of iron from traders. (L, 
C). 

233079 Arrow notcher (Gamka) 
Saw made of scapular bone, one end wrapped with hide for 
handle. 8.5" (22 cm). Records: Used for notching arrow end.

233080 Arrow straightener (Pegunaga)

These tipi models vary in width from 48" (122 cm) to 63" 
(160 cm), as laid out flat. The covers are made of soft buckskin, 
pieced as needed to achieve the overall size, and painted on the 
exterior. Various items that would have been attached to the 
original tipi, such as buffalo tails or hoof rattles, are represented 
by miniatures of similar materials. The designs are described as 
they appear when the cover is laid flat, giving in sequence the 
background color, the border, the body design, and any 
attachments. Each cover has a set of 22 poles, approximately 
41" (104 cm) long, pointed at the lower ends. The skewers for 
fastening the tipi fronts and the pegs for staking down the 
bottom are listed under catalog number T-l 1172. 

245001 Coup Picture tipi model (Dogiagyaguat)

picked it out of a spring and used it for breaking buffalo 
bones. The old buffalo handle had worn out and she had 
replaced it with cow-hide of later years. (C). Associated 
names: Hawgone; Peagoodle.

Belt of commercial leather covered with German silver 
conchos. On exhibit, not accessible for measurement. 

T-16531 Arrows 
On exhibit, not accessible for description or measurement. 
Found during inventory inside quiver (catalog number 
152847) and probably came with it. 

T-16832 Cradle ornament 
Panel of commercial hide beaded in overlay stitch. To go 
above hood on cradleboard. 12" (30 cm). 

T-16841 Hide scraper Figure 34 
Section of bone with serrated edge projecting from hide 
cover. 10" (25 cm). 
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T-17306 Cradleboard 
Wooden frame ornamented with metal tacks, fully beaded 
canvas cover with cloth lining. Lazy stitch beadwork in 
geometric patterns, beaded commercial hide panel above 
hood, hide tabs at bottom. Probably from Evans collection. 
Marked with catalog number 358177, which belongs to 
another object in that accession. 44" (112 cm). 

T-20190 Stick 
Stick forked at one end with remnants of feathers attached. 
Found in association with other Kiowa material. Possibly 
part of catalog number 233100 or 152898.

Appendix A: Kiowa Terms for Selected Items of Material Culture 

Introduction 

The following glossary of Kiowa terms has been prepared in 
order to add to the documentation of the collections. Although 
James Mooney included Kiowa-English and English-Kiowa 
glossaries in his Calendar History of the Kiowa (Mooney, 
1898:391-439), only a few of the native terms he recorded 
were entered into the collection catalog. They are included in 
the catalog entries above. To supplement this information, 
Marian Kaulaity Hansson selected some items of material 
culture that she thought would be most interesting to include 
and sought the assistance of Parker McKenzie, a noted 
authority on the Kiowa language, to supplement her own 
language knowledge. Mr. McKenzie's response was over­
whelming and offered such a wealth of information that the 
original idea of providing just a Kiowa term for each entry was 
expanded into this more lengthy annotated glossary. It derives 
from a series of letters written by Mr. McKenzie between 7 
March and 22 March, 1991, in response to a list of terms sent 
by Ms. Hansson together with her suggested Kiowa renderings. 

Mr. McKenzie, who was bom in 1897, learned English only 
after he began school when he was about eight years old. It was 
in the spring of 1918 that he met and first worked with John P. 
Harrington, a Smithsonian linguist studying the Kiowa 
language. This experience enhanced Mr. McKenzie's existing 
interest in the analysis and preservation of spoken Kiowa and in 
developing a system for writing the language. Through 
correspondence that continued into the 1940s, he and Harring­
ton continued their study of the Kiowa language. More recently 
Mr. McKenzie collaborated with Laurel J. Watkins on the 
production of A Kiowa Grammar (Watkins, 1984). His 
linguistic knowledge allows Mr. McKenzie to go beyond 
providing basic vocabulary terms to discuss the etymology of 
words and offer insights into how the Kiowa language has 
changed to incorporate new items of material culture. The 
letters, which have been placed in the National Anthropological 
Archives, include additional details on pronunciation and 
grammar not summarized here. 

In addition to his linguistic expertise, Mr. McKenzie is in an 
ideal position to comment on the collections assembled by 
James Mooney. His late wife was the granddaughter of 
Heidsicki (or Gaapiatan) with whom Mooney resided during 
much of his fieldwork with the tribe, and he heard many family 
stories about Mooney's work among the Kiowa. 

The glossary is organized alphabetically by English term. 
Next is the Kiowa term or terms that Mr. McKenzie considered 
to be the closest in meaning to the English term. The system of 
transcription is Mr. McKenzie's own. He utilizes underlining of 
vowels to indicate nasalization. Comments are included when 

Mr. McKenzie offered them. The comments have received only 
minor editing, primarily to combine information about similar 
objects under a single entry. Comments by the authors of this 
Guide appear in brackets. Each entry closes with Marian 
Kaulaity Hansson's renderings of the terms. 

Kiowa has a particularly complex system of number 
classification, functioning in singular, dual (only two), and 
triplural (three or more), in contrast to English which usually 
only marks singular and plural. Kiowa terms in the word list are 
thus designated as (s) for singular, (sd) for singular/dual, (dt) 
for dual/triplural, and (t) for triplural, as well as (c) for 
collective or for anything in the aggregate or mass (water, soil, 
dough, etc.). Words that are the same regardless of number 
appear as (sdt). 

Armband 
aujoigau (s); aujoide (dt). 
COMMENTS: Old-fashion sleeve holders also carry the same 

term. 
MKH: none. 

Arrow smoother 
zebathauiqubau (s). 
COMMENTS: [PM was not familiar with such a tool. The 

term provided is a suggested one.] When I was a boy, my 
uncle used fine sandpaper for smoothing arrows when 
making them, but Kiowas never developed a word for 
sandpaper. 

MKH: none. 

Bed 
faladau (s);fala (dt); chochena (c). 
COMMENTS: The term now applies to modem "bed." The 

original Kiowa bed was an improvised prop of four 
forked posts driven into the ground and criss-crossed 
between the forks with poles to hold up the "spring" 
consisting of slim wood poles laced together side by side 
with leather strips and forming a Tollable mat for easy 
handling and cartage. Term is used mainly in (c) as 
"chochena." 

MKH: tsostane; pahdleahdaw. 

Belt 
jaunpagau (s);jaunpa (dt). 
MKH: tawnpine. 

Bow 
zepcau (s); zep (dt). 
COMMENTS: The term is derived from "zepgutqoadau," the 

name of a variety of the mulberry tree, with hard, 
yellowish wood from which most Kiowa bows were 
made. Because "zep" also is the (sdt) word for the female

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breast(s) as well as the milk thereof, its use is often 
avoided in presence of certain relations, so it is logical the 
Kiowa rendering of English "bow" came into widespread 
use as "bogau" (s), "bo" (dt). An older term that was 
occasionaly used by Kiowa elders was "falhagau" (s), 
"falha" (dt); these terms also were used for the hammer(s) 
of firearms. 

MKH: zepkaw. 

Boy's coat 
talyiholda (sdt). 
COMMENTS: Alternative term: "talyithoga." I am sure 

"coat" refers to boy's/men's buckskin pullovers, which 
are not open in front as coats and shirts. I don't know of 
any special styling for boys' pullovers. I would guess size 
is the only guide in determining which is which. The 
wildcat-skin coat would be "qaupotholda," or alterna­
tively "qaupotthoga." Animal "coats" were not common 
items in the tribe mainly because of the scarcity and the 
elusiveness of the subject animals. It was mainly through 
the eagerness of James Mooney to have a wide variety of 
artifacts for the Smithsonian that led him to have made 
these particular styles of pullovers by Kiowa women— 
one was my late wife's mother (Ta-au, per BIA [Bureau 
of Indian Affairs, a component of the U.S. Department of 
the Interior]), daughter of Heid-sicki (aka, Gaa-pia-tan, 
per Mooney), close by whose home (built in 1877) 
Mooney had his field tipi headquarters established—at 
the north end of the timbered pass north of Lake Latonka. 
Accordingly it cannot be said mountain lion and wildcat 
garments were in widespread use amongst Kiowas. In 
fact, the family knowledge states Mooney obtained the 
skins of said animals from white hunters out of Fort Sill 
and/or residents of adjacent traders' posts. Bert Geikaun-
mah, Heidsicki's oldest grandson (bom 1881) and who in 
later years became my brother-in-law, confided to me 
during my Agency tenure that Mooney had some things 
made by Kiowas according to his direction that really 
were not traditional—at least in style. Mooney's sojourn 
with the Kiowas in the early 1890s was mostly with the 
Kiowas of Mount Scott environs and not with the greater 
portion of the tribe that resided along the Washita River 
valley and along Rainy Mountain and Elk Creek areas. 
[See also entry under "War shirt."]. 

MKH: tahleehodlda. 

Breech cloth 
jauigop (s);jauide (dt). 
MKH: doygope. 

Comb 
aulso (sd); aulsogau (t). 
COMMENTS: The original comb was a dried, spherical, wild 

plant bulb with spikes like the porcupine's. The plant has 
disappeared long ago, but I remember my maternal 

grandmother (1844-1922) still had one in my childhood. 
The modem metal, bone, or plastic comb, as well as the 
hair brush, still carry the same name. 

MKH: adlsone. 

Cradle 
pajop (s); pqjol (dt). 
MKH: pahnthope. 

Dance headdress 
fobohodau (s);fobohon (dt). 
COMMENTS: Presumably the entry term refers to the round 

cap of beaver pelt as the name suggests. Sometimes they 
were fitted with small buffalo homs. These were 
primarily for men. 

MKH: pobohon (beaver skin cap); pagoonbohon (cap with 
buffalo homs). 

Dice tally sticks 
chaoauadau (s); choaua (dt). 
COMMENTS: These consist of four half-round sticks, with 

three painted red and one painted blue on the flat side and 
are used by grasping all in one hand and bouncing them 
at one end and counting points by the way they fall, face 
up, face down, or mixed. Cube dice were not traditional 
Kiowa gaming artifacts. In fact, Kiowas have no word for 
the item nor for the game itself. 

MKH: tsonadal. 

Doll 
hei (sd); heiyop (t). 
COMMENTS: The word for a female doll is "mayihei" (sd), 

"mayiheiyop" (t). The female term "chema" applies only 
to nonhuman beings and not to a girl, a maiden, or a 
woman. The word for a male doll is "qahihei" (sd), 
"qahiheiyop" (t). The male terms "cheqi" applies only to 
nonhuman males and not to a boy, a young man, or a 
man. 

MKH: heynee, heynyop (doll); kiahenehayee, qahiheiyop 
(male doll); mahyehayee, mahyeehaynyop (female doll). 

Fan 
salfacomgaut (s); salfacomga (dt). 
COMMENTS: These are generic terms for anything used for 

fanning, which can be a bird wing (like eagle, buzzard, 
turkey, etc.), a commercial fan, or even a piece of 
cardboard. 

MKH: sahdletonegope. 

Fire-making set 
COMMENTS: [PM does not provide a general term but 

identifies components.] Soft, dried heartwood: pyaisodau 
(s); pyaison (dt). Flint piece: qauiqo (sd); qauiqogau (t). 
Steel piece: tadop (s); tade (dt). The terms for steel piece 
are now the prevailing ones for match(es), whereas the 
terms for dried heartwood are sometimes used with 
jesting intent for match(es). 

MKH: tahdaw. 
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Gourd rattle 
taugau (s); tau (dt). 
COMMENTS: This is also the term for the fruit of the gourd 

plant. Any kind of rattle is now called by the same term 
(can, plastic bulb, etc.) into which various material such 
as beads, grape seeds, small pebbles are placed for 
making a rattling sound when shaken. The term for 
Peyote rattle is "setaugau" (s), "setau" (dt). The syllable 
"se" is derived from the (dt) term for any plant bearing 
thorns or stickers, such as plants of the cacti family, to 
which the low-growing peyote belongs but has no thorns. 

MKH: tonga. 

Gun case 
haubimkaui (sdt). 
MKH: hawbimkoy. honbimkoy. 

Hair stick 
thasuvenquadau (s); thauvenqua (dt). 
COMMENTS: Obviously, it is a pointed stick of cedar or 

mulberry wood and used by women and men in parting 
the hair from front to back over the crown when dressing 
the hair. 

MKH: none. 

Headstall 
thoba (sdt). 
COMMENTS: This is the word for horse halter, not bridle, 

which is different. 
MKH: none. 

Hide painting 
jocut (sdt). 
COMMENTS: Kiowa pictorial "art" was mainly limited to 

painting of crude figures and various designs, which were 
often geometric, on the hide coverings of tipis. The given 
term leans to "painted tipi" rather than "hide painting." 
War shields also were painted in varying colors and 
designs. 

MKH: dohgoot. 

Hoop and pole game 
qaudalauga (s). 
COMMENTS: The Kiowas had a "wheel game," wherein a 

wheel of dogwood about 18" in diameter, with rawhide 
spokes that converged to a small target ring of the same 
material in the center. As the wheel rolled, the partici­
pants aimed their arrows at the ring. Some were expert 
marksmen. 

MKH: kawdahleawgia. 

Knife and awl case 
qaubimkaui (sdt). 
COMMENTS: Knife case: qaubimkaui (sdt); Awl case: 

chobimkaui (sdt). "Chalpa" (sdt) is a generic term for 
anything tied around the waist to which a knife, awl, 
utility, etc. is fastened. 

MKH: kawbimkoy; stahdlpine (general term equivalent to 
PM's chalpa). 

Medicine bag 
dauibimkaui (sdt). 
MKH: dawbimkoy. 

Moccasin 
johi (sdt). 
COMMENTS: The original term for ANY footgear was 

"jode" (sdt). On the advent of American shoes, the 
syllable "-hi," which denotes "real" or "genuine," was 
suffixed to "jo" for moccasins to distinguish them from 
American shoes, whereas for the same reason, the term 
for the latter came to be "c'anojode" or American shoe(s). 

MKH: dohene; doti. 

Mountain lion quiver 
thamdelsaubi (sdt). 

MKH: none. 

Pack saddle 
olpqtauga (sdt). 
MKH: odlepinetawgaw. 

Paint bag 
gulbimkaui (sdt). 
COMMENTS: This term is also applied to "red bag." 
MKH: goodlebimkoy. 

Pipe 
saujop (s); saujol (dt). 
COMMENTS: These are the terms for the so-called calumet 

or "peace pipe." 
MKH: sawthope. 

Rawhide case 
olchedau (s); olchen (dt). 
COMMENTS: The term "olchen" often is used for the 

singular. 
MKH: odlekoydaw. 

Rib bone 
gutem (s); gutose (dt). 
COMMENTS: Occasionally "gutosegau" is heard for the (s), 

because it is the regular word for "bone." The so-called 
floating rib is called "qajaigutem," the Chief rib. 

MKH: goo tern. 

Roach 
quocauiopual (sdt). 
COMMENTS: Literally "elk's throat hair." The term readily 

signifies that the original headdresses of the kind were 
made from the stiff hair that fronted the necks or throats 
of the Wapita elk. On the advent of the horse shortly after 
1700, the Kiowas no doubt learned that the stiff hair of 
horses' tails was a good substitute and began making 
roaches with it, but kept the old word unchanged. The 
name of the Wapita elk is "qocaui" (sd), "qocauigu" (t). 

MKH: kogoiopawdle. 
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Robe, blanket 
kaudau (s); paukau (dt). 
COMMENTS: These robe terms still prevail for "blanket." 

Different blankets and shawls are referred to with 
prefixes to the base terms with elements that denote 
striped, gray-black, red, blue, black-string, Army, Mexi­
can, flower, wool, cotton, fringe, etc. The term for robe is 
synonymous to "hide blanket." It is awkward to voice 
"hide blanket" so Kiowas just got along with "buffalo 
blanket" to distinguish it from a cloth blanket, e.g.: 
"caulkaudau" (s); "caulkau" (dt). 

MKH: kawpaw; pakawdaw. 

Rope 
yaifau (sdt). 
MKH: yaipa. 

Saddle bags 
tauolpagau (s); tauolpa (dt). 
MKH: tawahdlepinegaw. 

Saddle blanket 
taukaui (sdt). 
COMMENTS: The (s) and the (dt) forms are spelled the same 

but differ in pronounciation. 
MKH: tawkoy. 

Saddle ornaments 
taugauga (c). 
COMMENTS: This term refers to silver saddle ornaments. 
MKH: tawahhongia. 

Sash 
auyajaunpagau (s); auyajaunpa (dt). 
COMMENTS: These terms literally mean "fringed belt(s)" 

because fringes dangled from the ends of the belt 
(probably of strap or braided leather in olden times). 
Traders brought in similar belts of serge-like material 
with colored, interwoven strands and supplanted the 
native article. 

MKH: oyatawnpinegaw; oyatawnpine. 

Shield 
kyoi (s); ki (dt). 
MKH: kyuni. 

Spoon 
thau (sd); thaugau (t). 
COMMENTS: The traditional spoon was called by the same 

term but on advent of the white man spoon, the suffix 
"-hi," which denotes "genuine" or "real," was added to the 
traditional spoon in distinction to the modem spoon, 
which became "thauhi" (sd), "thauhigau" (t). The 
alternative (t) term sometimes used is "thauhyom." There 
now are terms for various types of spoons. 

MKH: peneahdaw. 

Sweet grass 
seoga (c). 

COMMENTS: I never heard of sweet grass. Could this be the 
wild, aromatic weed the Kiowas used as a scent with the 
apparel; not bodily? People kept sprigs of the plant 
between clothing layers or sprinkled the dried leaves and 
stems in a like manner. A fresh or unwilted sprig would 
be referred to as "seogaut" but the preferred usage is 
always in the collective, thus "seoga." 

MKH: seneohngaw. 

Tipi 
jo (sdt). 
COMMENTS: The original term for tipi is "jo" (sdt) as well 

as for other kinds of "homes"—like den, nest, web, tent, 
burrow, building, room, etc. To distinguish tipi from 
other kinds of abodes, the suffix "-hi" (real or genuine) is 
added to make the Kiowa word for tipi identical with that 
for moccasin(s) (sdt). Of course, although discourse 
prevails about either, it is usually known which is 
intended, so really there never is a problem. 

MKH: none. 

Travois 
olpqgudau (s); olpagun (dt). 
COMMENTS: Because travois come in pairs, the (s) term is 

seldom used. 
MKH: none. 

Tweezer 
COMMENTS: For eyebrows: jaaulchon (sd); jaaulchodau 

(t). For beard: senpauchon (sd), senpauchodau (t). 
Tweezers were made by Kiowa men in the old days from 
various kinds of sheet metal obtained via traders. Ones 
for the beard used by some men were usually about an 
inch wide, whereas those used by women for eyebrows were 
half as wide. Literally, they were respectively called 
"beard pullers" and "eye-brow pullers," as below: 
"senpauchon" (sd); "senpauchodau" (t) and "jaaulchon" 
(sd); "jaaulchodau" (t). Kiowas do not distinguish beard 
and mustache, the same term being used for either. 

MKH: sanepawkawn (for beard); dahadalkon (for eye­
brows). 

War headdress 
athauhaui (sdt). 
COMMENTS: War headdresses or war bonnets, as they are 

popularly referred to, actually are misnamed, because 
they were valued too much to be risked in combat, but 
there were a few exceptions when they were so used. 

MKH: none. 

War shirt 
aulholda (sdt). 
COMMENTS: Alternative term: "aulthoga." "Thoga" is syn­

onymous in meaning to "holda," both of which are terms 
for body-covering apparel or clothing, exclusive of gear 
to the feet or for the head. However, the first is favored 
more in compounds for different kinds of apparel or 
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clothing. As the terms imply, the jackets (they're not 
open like shirts) are decorated here and there with tufts of 
human hair supposedly taken from the scalps of enemy 
killed in combat. These jackets were mainly for 
ceremonial use and were not regarded as war items, i.e., 
to wear in combat. The work of tanning and preparing 
animal hides was mainly the work of women, but the fact 
is seldom brought to notice by historians. They cured and 
tanned the hides for various purposes—tipi covering, 
utility and ceremonial apparel, utensils, robes for warmth 
and bedding, leather work, etc. The men directed their 
energy mostly to making of weapons, drum making, 
feather work, but the bulk of the "tipihold" needs was the 
work of women. Contrary to the common notion, Kiowa 
warriors on war expeditions took only essentials for war 
making, including robes in cold seasons. They did not go 
to war "in tux"; they didn't risk their ceremonial attire, 
except in rare circumstances, it was left behind. 

MKH: none. 

Water bag 
toplpqgau (s); toolpa (dt). 

COMMENTS: In olden times, Kiowas converted certain 
interior organs of buffalo as water carriers. Modem water 
jugs are now so called. 

MKH: toneodlpawgaw; tonbimkoy. 

Whip 
chetoi (s); cheto (dt). 
COMMENTS: Although "chetoi" literally means "horse 

whip," it also applies to buggy whip and even to a switch 
for child spanking. No Kiowa-made quirts existed in my 
youth; only store-bought could be had. It was told, 
however, quirts in the old days were sometimes 
decorated with carefully processed red fox pelts that 
dangled from the handle ends of quirts, and that is why 
the word for the animal relates to "whip" and "handle." 

MKH: tsentonah; tsenkownton. 

Wrist guard 
mauncauigau (s); mauncauide (dt). 
COMMENTS: Usually was of rawhide and fitted at the wrist 

behind the thumb holding a bow; for protecting the hand 
from the bowstring backlash "sting." 

MKH: mawnkawgaw; mawnsodaw.

Part 2. The Kiowa Manuscript Collections 

Introduction 

The Kiowa manuscript materials in the National Anthropo­
logical Archives consist of extensive ethnographic and linguis­
tic notes, abundant correspondence, many unpublished manu­
scripts, some published articles, several hundred newspaper 
clippings, and copies of Congressional legislation and govern­
ment reports, including several important censuses. A few 
photographs and examples of Kiowa artwork are also found 
among the manuscripts. These are described in "Part 3. The 
Kiowa Artwork Collections" and "Part 4. The Kiowa Photo­
graphic Collections" sections of the guide. 

The largest single component of the Kiowa manuscript 
collections is the correspondence and notes of James Mooney, 
accumulated over twenty-seven years of research and writing 
from 1891 to 1918, but the papers of Hugh L. Scott, John P. 
Harrington, and Weston La Barre are both extensive and of 
great significance. Smaller collections of documentary materi­
als from Gar-rick Mallery, Albert S. Gatschet, and Truman 
Michelson, all associated with the Bureau of American 
Ethnology, also are present, along with miscellaneous papers 
from about two dozen other individuals. 

In the guide that follows, we have organized these materials 
according to the person who created or collected them, with 
these units in turn ordered chronologically relative to one 
another according to the time periods each person conducted 
their research among the Kiowa or was otherwise associated 
with them. Because the work of many of these individuals 
spanned several decades, there is some overlap among them. 
The period covered by these various materials taken together is 
roughly from 1880 to 1950. 

Within each section, we have divided the materials into three 
groups: correspondence, notes, and manuscripts and publica­
tions. The correspondence is presented in chronological order 
and the notes, manuscripts, and publications by topic and date. 
Materials that are undated tend to be placed at the end of their 
corresponding group. Because Mooney's notes are so extensive 
but at the same time usually linked to clearly defined projects, 
we have divided them into separate topical sections: heraldry, 
the Kiowa language, Peyote, censuses, and miscellaneous. 

The individual entries within each section begin with a 
number assigned for the purposes of this guide only. These 
numbers bear no relationship to the National Anthropological 
Archives' classification of these materials and thus cannot be 
used to request the materials for examination. Next comes a 
summary of the document or documents covered in the entry, 
followed by the name of the person(s) (or, in some cases, the 
committee or organization) who created it, the place it was 
created, and the date of its creation (with the year given first, 

followed by the month and day). In the case of correspondence, 
the name and location of the person to whom the letter, 
telegram, or report was addressed also is given. A brief physical 
description of the documents appears next, indicating whether 
they are handwritten, typed, or typeset, the number of pages 
they contain, and their dimensions in centimeters (rounded off 
to the nearest rather than next highest half-centimeter). 
Documents of differing dimensions that are included under a 
single entry are described as being of "various sizes." 

The entry concludes with the catalog information required to 
locate the documents, usually a National Anthropological 
Archives manuscript number. For the notes of John P. 
Harrington, we also have indicated the reel and frame numbers 
of the microfilm of this collection because researchers are 
encouraged to consult the microfilm copy rather than original 
documents. Reel and frame numbers do not exist for 
Harrington's correspondence, which has not yet been micro­
filmed. The excellent guide to the Harrington Papers, prepared 
under the direction of Elaine L. Mills, should be consulted prior 
to using this collection (see "Selected Bibliography"). 

In most instances, many different documents are included 
under a single classification unit. In such cases, the researcher 
should expect to devote some time to reviewing the materials in 
order to locate a specific document. The Kiowa materials that 
require the most time to review are Mooney's unprocessed 
fieldnotes, often written in a nearly indecipherable shorthand 
on scraps of paper. 

When consulting these Kiowa manuscript collections, most 
researchers will follow the National Anthropological Archives' 
organization of them rather than the organization that we have 
used here. To facilitate the use of the guide during the actual 
review of these materials, a list of the guide entries that are 
found in each of the National Anthropological Archives' 
classifications is provided in Appendix A at the end of this 
section of the guide.

Our use of Indian 
Territory or Oklahoma Territory follows that of the authors of 
the documents in which these locations appear.

Part 3. The Kiowa Artwork Collections 

Introduction 

Kiowa graphic art is best known for two bodies of work, 
namely that produced in the nineteenth century by the prisoners 
at Fort Marion, St. Augustine, Florida, and that produced in the 
twentieth century by the "Kiowa Five," who studied at the 
University of Oklahoma. The Smithsonian's National Anthro­
pological Archives has representative material from both of 
these important traditions, plus additional material that pro­
vides a bridge between the two. 

During their incarceration at Fort Marion from 1875-1878, 
a number of the Kiowa and other Southern Plains Indian 
prisoners were active artists, producing drawings that were both 
sold and given to visitors to the old fort. Art was also produced 
by former prisoners who remained in the East for further 
education after they were released from Fort Marion. Often 
working in close collaboration, these artists developed a 
distinctive Fort Marion style built upon an earlier graphic art 
tradition. The artists of this earlier era had produced works on 
hides and whatever paper was available, including ledger 
books, from which the style "ledger art" derived its name. 
Examples of Kiowa graphic art predating Fort Marion are rare, 
and there are none in the National Anthropological Archives. 
There is a photograph of one such early drawing, which is 
described in entry AW-0059. 

The works in the Smithsonian collections display the 
increased range of subject matter and the incorporation of 
landscape and perspective from European art traditions 
characteristic of Fort Marion art. As the prisoners were being 
educated in the English language and method of writing, many 
signed or otherwise inscribed their works, an innovation 
unknown (and unnecessary) in art that had been created within 
the confines of the small Kiowa community. 

James Mooney arrived on the Kiowa Reservation only 
thirteen years after the end of the Fort Marion era. Over the next 
decade and a half he regularly employed artists to make 
drawings relating to his Kiowa studies, particularly of shields 
and tipis. These drawings were produced purely as illustrations 
for fieldnotes, not as works for display, and most are heavily 
annotated on the face of the drawings. Many nevertheless stand 
as fine works of art in their own right. Although these drawings 
are not signed in the conventional sense of the term, Mooney 
noted the name of the artist and the date on many. The vast 
majority of the drawings produced for him are by Haungooah 
(Silverhorn), or Hangun as Mooney wrote his name, the artist 
he employed most regularly. Many works in the collections can 
be attributed to Silverhorn on the basis of style. A few other 
artists are noted by name and a significant number of 
anonymous works attest to the existence of a pool of competent 
artists among the Kiowa during this period. 

Also dating from the 1890s is a ledger of drawings collected 
by Hugh L. Scott. The majority of these also are by Silverhorn, 
but the presence of a few drawings not in his style again 
document the presence of additional unknown artists. Silver-
horn's links to both the earlier ledger art and the Fort Marion 
tradition are particularly clear in this book of drawings. 

During the twentieth century Native American painting 
gained national and international acceptance as fine art. Among 
the most prominent artists in the development of contemporary 
Kiowa studio art were the "Kiowa Five," who studied at the 
University of Oklahoma: Spencer Asah, James Auchiah, Jack 
Hokeah, Stephen Mopope, and Monroe Tsatoke. Lois Smoky 
was originally part of the studio group but did not continue in 
the program as long as the others. Effective promotion of their 
work by Oscar B. Jacobson brought their names to early 
prominence, but several other Kiowa artists were also active at 
the same time, working in what has been called the "Oklahoma 
style." 

The Smithsonian's material from the "Kiowa Five" and other 
twentieth century artists comes from the Acee Blue Eagle 
Collection. Blue Eagle was a Pawnee/Creek teacher, celebrity, 
and artist who worked in many media. His papers and personal 
art collection were donated to the Smithsonian after his death in 
1959. The artwork by Native American artists represents a wide 
range of tribes, primarily material from the Southwest and 
Oklahoma dating from the 1930s to the 1950s. In addition to 
original works, this collection includes photographs of other 
pieces as well as some photographs of artists. 

All of the Kiowa graphic art on paper is maintained in the 
National Anthropological Archives' manuscript collections. 
Similar works on hide are part of the material culture 
collections. Although both can equally be considered art, we 
have followed the division of the collections and present only 
materials in the National Anthropological Archives in this 
Artwork section. 

The artwork entries in this Guide are organized into four 
sections: nineteenth century artwork (primarily produced at 
Fort Marion), turn of the century transitional illustrations, 
twentieth century studio art, and references to photographs of 
artwork that is not in the Smithsonian collections. Information 
for each begins with a title or caption, the name of the artist, and 
the date of production. A description of the artwork is followed 
by information on how it was collected or acquired. Each entry 
closes with information on the media, the measurements, and 
the proper citation. Inventory numbers, given at the end of each 
entry, identify records in the National Anthropological Ar­
chives' computerized database. 

The citation to the manuscript number and collection name 
constitutes the basic reference under which the material is 
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cataloged in the National Anthropological Archives. The 
description provides what history is known about the acquisi­
tion of the material as well as a physical description of the work 
and its subject matter. The name of the artist is given if the 
work was inscribed or could easily be attributed; attributions 
are so identified. Inscriptions are included only for some works 
as many were too extensive for separate listing; however, all 
names inscribed on works were entered in "Part 5. List of 
Persons" section of this guide. The date of the work is given 
only if the date was written on the image itself, but more 
specific dating may be available elsewhere in some of the 
manuscripts. Media are broadly identified without any attempt 
to distinguish among various types of watercolor paints or 

types of foundation paper. Measurements are given in 
centimeters as width by height. In the case of bound volumes, 
page size rather than cover size is given. File photographs were 
included for works of art that either are not in the collections or 
could not be located in the course of this project. 

As in other portions of this guide, the focus here is on Kiowa 
collections, but undoubtedly some Plains Apache material has 
been included among the artwork collected by James Mooney, 
as he did not always clearly differentiate between these groups 
in his notes. 

Appendix A provides reference numbers by which existing 
photographs of artwork can be ordered through the National 
Anthropological Archives.

Part 4. The Kiowa Photographic Collections 

Introduction 

The National Anthropological Archives serves as the 
repository for one of the most significant collections of Kiowa 
photographs in the world. This collection includes over one 
thousand images, many of exceptional quality, and represents 
an incomparable visual record of the Kiowa people from the 
1860s to the present. Portraits of Kiowa people are the 
dominant component of the collection and are especially 
valuable because many of the subjects of these portraits are 
identified. There are also a substantial number of photographs 
of Kiowa camp scenes, life on the reservation, Kiowa 
ceremonies, and items of material culture. 

Of the more than forty photographers whose work is 
represented in this collection, only a few contributed large 
numbers of images. The earliest of these is the renowned 
frontier photographer William Stinson Soule, who made 
numerous portraits of Kiowa people as well as members of 
other Southern Plains tribes in Indian Territory between 1867 
and 1874. About two decades later, James Mooney produced 
several hundred images of Kiowa subjects. The largest and 
most diverse component of the Kiowa photographic collections 
in the National Anthropological Archives, Mooney's work 
includes many images of Kiowa life and material culture in 
addition to outdoor portraiture. These nineteenth-century 
images are complemented by a series of photographs taken in 
Oklahoma in 1935 and 1936 by the participants in the 
Laboratory of Anthropology's Kiowa summer field school. 
Organized into a scrapbook by Weston La Barre, these 
photographs and their associated captions provide an engaging 
view of Kiowa life during the hard years of the Depression. 
Also important, although few in number, are images by the 
noted Kiowa photographer Horace Poolaw. All of his works in 
the collection, both of Kiowa and non-Kiowa subjects, have 
been included. 

Information on the photographic collections is organized on 
an item-level basis, with a separate entry for each print or 
negative. Entries are arranged in order by inventory number, a 
unique number assigned to each item as part of the on-going 
computerization of the collection. Entries for uninventoried 
prints follow in alphabetical order. As these items presently do 
not have individual numbers, a unique identifier was created for 
this guide using the initials of the collection plus a sequential 
number. These numbers are intended only for reference within 
this guide and are not permanent NAA reference numbers. The 
Guide to the National Anthropological Archives (Glenn, 1992) 
provides background information on all collections. 

The information for each entry is organized as follows: 
description, place, date, photographer, donor/collector, color, 
type, mounting of image, size, citation, and negative number. 
Complete information is not available for every entry. 

The description of the image gives the names of the people 
pictured and indicates the general setting and major items of 
material culture shown. Names are given in the form that they 
appear in the records for each image. "Part 5. List of Persons" 
section of the guide should be consulted for alternate spellings 
and preferred forms. Place designations use modern state 
names, represented by standard U.S. Postal Service two-letter 
abbreviations. The date is that given in the records, with "n.d." 
used if a date was not given. The name of the photographer is 
derived either from the collection records or directly from 
inscriptions on the photographs. Information on donors and 
collectors is presented together because the records are often 
unclear in distinguishing between the individual who assem­
bled the photographs and the individual who placed them with 
the Museum. The color of all the materials in the Kiowa 
collection is black and white. Types of items are photoprints, 
negatives, and a few mechanical prints. All measurements are 
rounded to the nearest inch. If the mount is larger than a print, 
measurements for it follow those of the print. The citation is the 
proper NAA designation for the collection in which the 
photograph is included. It should be used when requesting 
access to the collection. A negative number is given if either an 
original or copy negative of the image is on file. The negative 
number should be used when requesting copy prints. 

In the course of preparing this guide, a large number of 
duplicate images were identified by checking our database for 
records that had the same negative number. These are 
cross-referenced in each entry, with the description and 
complete list of duplicates given under the first entry that 
appears in the inventory list. The recorded information for 
duplicate images is not always the same, and researchers may 
find it useful to check each copy of images in which they are 
interested. For example, the John Harrington collection 
provides the names of many otherwise unidentified people 
appearing in photographs taken by James Mooney. Also 
different prints made from the same negative may be cropped 
differently, revealing more or less of the background. We have 
not attempted to reconcile discrepancies in information among 
the duplicate images and have reproduced the full records for 
each item. Other duplicates were observed while reviewing the 
collection but are not noted because they could not readily be 
cross-referenced.

Part 5. List of Persons 

Introduction 

The list that follows includes all the personal names that 
appear in association with the artifacts, documents, artwork, 
and photographs in the Kiowa collections of the Smithsonian's 
Department of Anthropology. The majority of these names 
were gleaned by Marian Kaulaity Hansson from the manu­
scripts and photographs in the Department of Anthropology's 
National Anthropological Archives and entered by her into a 
computer file. In the case of multiple names for a single 
individual or variant spellings of the same name, Ms. Hansson 
also selected a preferred name or spelling to which the 
alternatives are referred back. 

A number of problems arose in the process of generating this 
list, the most challenging of which was the problem of 
orthography. Over the years, Kiowa names have been 
represented in a variety of ways by different researchers and 
writers. For example, the name Gaapiatan in Mooney's 
orthography is rendered as Kwpiete in Weston La Barre's, and 
variants of this name appear in other sources as Gap, Gowbeto, 
and Gapatain. The frequent use of alternative names (Heidsick 
in the case of Gaapiatan) and variations in the English 
translations of these names (Crow Lance, Feathered Lance, 
Lance Sheath) compounded the problem. 

By consulting both published and unpublished materials but 
mainly by relying on Ms. Hansson's knowledge of the Kiowa 
language and history, we were able to resolve many of these 
problems of nomenclature. Yet variants of some names (in 
some cases, the result of typographical errors) undoubtedly 
appear on the list as designating separate individuals. To avoid 
eliminating any individuals from the record, we included all the 
variants. We also presented the names in the simplest 
orthography possible, dropping all diacritical marks and 
hyphens. Researchers interested in the more technical represen­
tations of these names should consult the materials cited. 

In the list, surnames are separated from first names and 
initials by commas. When only surnames were available, the 
commas are followed by a space. The English translations of 
Kiowa names appear in parentheses following the names. Most 
of these translations come from the collection records or 

documents, but some were provided by Ms. Hansson. The term 
"ALTENG" designates either an alternate English translation of 
a Kiowa name or the English name used by that person. For 
example, the name Adaldetai is translated into English as "Hair 
Lock" and is the Kiowa name of the person who also had the 
English name Julia Given. In the List of Persons, the entry for 
this person is "Adaldetai (Hair Lock; ALTENG: Given, Julia)," 
with both "Hair Lock" and "Given, Julia" appearing separately 
in the list and referring back to Adaldetai for the citations of the 
materials in the collections associated with her. 

The citations from the four principal sections of the guide are 
separated by a semicolon and are organized in the same order as 
they appear in the guide: First Material Culture Collections, 
then Manuscript Collections, then Artwork Collections, and 
finally Photographic Collections. Of course, in the case of 
many individuals, citations do not appear for all four 
collections, but the items in the different sections of the guide 
are easily recognized because each section is characterized by 
a distinctive set of numbers. Items in the material culture 
collections are designated by their museum catalog numbers, 
which range from 6876 to 425674. In a few cases, items are 
labelled with a "T-" followed by a number, which indicates a 
temporary number assigned by the museum for inventory 
purposes. The manuscript materials housed in the National 
Anthropological Archives are designated by four-digit num­
bers, which run from 0001 to 0508. The artwork entries also are 
designated by four-digit numbers. In this list they are preceded 
by "AW-" to distinguish them from the numbers designating 
manuscript materials. Finally, the citations of photographs are 
preceded by the word "photos." Most of these citations are the 
eight-digit inventory numbers assigned to the photographs by 
the National Anthropological Archives and range from 
000020.00 to 069231.00. Uninventoried photographs are listed 
at the end of the Photographic Collections section and are 
designated by a combination of a letter prefix and an arbitrary 
one- or two- digit number. For example, LB-1 refers to the first 
photograph in the Weston La Barre photographic collection, 
and FP-1 refers to the first photograph in the uninventoried file 
prints.

Kiowa Collections in Other Smithsonian Bureaus 

The Department of Anthropology of the National Museum 
of Natural History is the primary repository for Kiowa 
collections at the Smithsonian Institution. There are, however, 
additional items relating to the Kiowa located in other units of 
the Institution. 

The National Museum of American Art has several Kiowa 
portraits by George Catlin, which were formerly housed in the 
collection of the Department of Anthropology, National 
Museum of Natural History (catalog numbers 1985.66.62 to 
1985.66.67). The subjects of these portraits are as follows: 
Teh-toot-sah (Dohasan, or Little Bluff); Smoked Shield, a 
distinguished warrior; New Fire (actually Black Cap; see 
Mooney 1898:268), a band chief; Stone Shell, a brave; 
Thunderer, a boy; and White Weasel, a girl. 

Although not a part of the Smithsonian, the National Gallery 
of Art also owns some Catlin paintings of Kiowa subjects 
(catalog numbers 1965.16.44, 1965.16.45, and 1965.16.46). 
These are "Four Kiowa Indians," "Kiowa Chief, His Wife, and 
Two Warriors," and "Kiowa Indians Gathering Wild Grapes." 

The Archives Center of the National Museum of American 
History has some miscellaneous material related to the Kiowas. 
This material, found in the Warshaw collection of advertising 
history, is housed in vertical files under the category "Indian" 
and includes one postcard, one lithograph, a photograph of 
Daisy and Martha Waterman, an unidentified photograph, an 
advertisement with a photograph of Indian chiefs showing 

Stumbling Bear, and a printed advertisement listing 42 
different tribes including the Kiowa. 

The Smithsonian Archives, located in the Arts and Industries 
Building, contains a small amount of correspondence of James 
Mooney with various officials of the Institution, including 
administrators and curators. The records of the Division of 
Plants contain correspondence dated 1894-1904 between 
Mooney and Joseph Nelson Rose concerning plants used by the 
Kiowa. There are also records of accessions from Mooney. 

The National Museum of the American Indian (formerly the 
Museum of the American Indian/Heye Foundation), which 
became part of the Smithsonian Institution in 1989, has 
extensive Kiowa collections presently located in New York 
City. The holdings include archival materials, artifacts, 
photographs, and artwork. Archival materials include corre­
spondence between Mark Harrington (not to be confused with 
John Harrington, the Smithsonian employee) and James 
Mooney about the Kiowa, a manuscript written by M. 
Harrington around 1911 on Kiowa sacred objects, another 
manuscript by Harrington explaining a Kiowa Winter Count, 
and Harrington's Kiowa field notes. The artifact collection 
numbers 1029 objects, with 562 of these collected by 
Harrington in the early part of the 20th century, mostly in 
Oklahoma. This collection includes 81 drawings by Kiowa 
artists. There also are 178 photographs of Kiowa subjects and 
artifacts in the Photography Archives collection. 
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
