DR. HENK WOLDA

Henk Wolda remembers well his first visit to Panama.

[t was late in the evening of Dec. 15, 1969 —the same
night that Omar Torrijos returned from a visit to Mexico

to find that two subordinates had attempted to oust him.

Over the years, Wolda admits, he hasn’t timed his
entries and exits to and from Panama very well. During
a sabbatical a few years ago, at the University of Wash-
ington in Seattle, Wolda returned to Panama for a one-
week visit, which coincided with the eruption of another
political crisis in February 1988.

This time, Wolda said with a smile, he is hoping to
leave "quietly."

And this time, Wolda is packing his bags with an air
of finality as he prepares for retirement. He is leaving
Panama Nov. 30, after working for more than 20 years
as a STRI staff scientist.

He and his wife Tina are moving to Bellevue, Wash-
ington, a Seattle suburb. They chose the area because
two of their four children are living there, and it’s also
an area they enjoy.

"It’s the only place in the states that I've lived for any
length of time," he said.

Wolda, a native of Holland, joined STRI's staff in
Panama in 1971.

"It was one of the best dedisions we've ever made," he said.

The Woldas found Panama City to be a wonderful
place to raise children, and STRI has provided excellent
scientific support. He credits STRI for creating a stimu-
lating environment through its extensive library and
steady stream of visitors.

"At many places in the tropics, you are isolated
scientifically," he said.
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Though he is retiring from STRI, Pana-
ma won't be scratched from Wolda's travel
itinerary any time soon. Once he settles in,
Wolda will be analyzing data from his
insect monitoring program on Barro Colo-
rado Island, where data collection is slated
to continue for at least another three years.
During the coming years, Wolda plans to
visit STRI twice a year, with his first visit
planned for May, 1992.

"You don’t get rid of me that easily," he
said.

Wolda instituted the insect monitoring
program on BCI 17 years ago. Insects are
caught using light traps and preserved for
study. Wolda has been following certain
insect species, tracking their abundance
from year to year.

As he prepares to leave Panama, Henk
says he will miss the climate, the "great"
people in Panama and of course, the tropi-
cal biology.

"What better place is there than a tropi-
cal forest?" he remarked.

Henk and Tina will be missed at STRI.
May good luck and good fortune follow
them.

Este seminario-taller, organizado por Stanley Heckadon, investigador
asociado del STRI, tuvo como objetivo el planeamiento de un proyecto
que financiard la GTZ de Alemania dirigido a cambiar los sistemas de
produccién Guaymi, haciendo énfasis en la participacién de las mujeres,
ya que en el caso de las familias Guaymi donde los hombres trabajan en
las bananeras fuera de la Comarca, son las mujeres las cabezas de familia
"de facto". Se iniciard mejorando los cultivos de café para incrementar el
ingreso a corto plazo y el componente forestal de drboles para autoabas-
tecer la familia con lefia y madera para la construccion. El seminario se
llevé a cabo durante la semana del 18-23 de noviembre.
