INAPPROPRIATE USE OF SMITHSONIAN COMPUTERS

Please remember that although incidental and occasional personal use of Smithsonian computers is
permitted, (unless prohibited by an employee's supetvisor), certain types of activity are specifically
prohibited. These policies were formalized in Announcement 97-11, which was distributed in hard
copy to each employee in early 1998, and is available on PRISM under "Policies and Handbooks,"
then under "Announcements."

In addition, Announcement 97-11 states that: "E-mail, Wortld Wide Web logs and data, and other
files created or received while using Smithsonian networks or computers are not considered private
ot confidential." The Smithsonian prohibits the use of any means of electronic communication to:

* harass or threaten other users or interfere with their access to SI computing facilities * send or forward racially,
sexually, or ethnically offensive messages * send material that is slanderous or libelous or that involves
defamation of character ¢ plagiarize * send fraudulent mail * break into another uset's computer or mailbox *
lobby an elected official * promote a political candidate ® promote a personal, social, religious, or political cause
regardless of worthiness ¢ search for or use websites that involve hate groups or racially offensive or sexually
explicit material ® gamble *send malicious programs such as computer viruses ® promote ventures involving
personal profit * participate in activities that promote computer crime or misuse, including, but not limited to,
posting or disclosing passwords, credit card and other account numbers, and system vulnerabilities ¢ infringe on
any copyright or other intellectual property right * send mass mailings of a nonbusiness nature ¢ violate any
software licensing agreement, especially by distributing software ¢ participate in chain letters ¢ disclose
confidential business information.

Also, Smithsonian staff may not permit the Institution's computers and electronic communications
systems to be used by individuals who are not members of the staff unless such use is authorized by a
supervisor.

Se les recuerda que, aunque el uso personal del equipo de computacion de propiedad Smithsonian
esta permitido de forma ocasional e incidental (salvo cuando el supervisor de un empleado lo
prohiba), existen ciertas actividades que estan especificamente prohibidas. Estas politicas se
formalizaron mediante el Announcement 97-11, cuyas copias fueron distribuidas a todos los
empleados a principios de 1998 y las mismas se encuentran disponibles en PRISM bajo “Policies and
Handbooks” y luego bajo “Announcements.”

Ademas, el Announcement 97-11 establece que: “el E-mail, los registros y datos de World Wide Web,
al igual que otros archivos creados o recibidos mediante el uso de las redes o computadoras del
Smithsonian no son considerados como privados ni confidenciales.” El Smithsonian prohibe el uso
de cualquier medio electrénico de comunicacion para:

* acosar o amenazar a otros usuarios o interferir con su acceso a las instalaciones de computacion del
Smithsonian ¢ enviar mensajes ofensivos de naturaleza racial, sexual o étnica * enviar material que sea
difamatorio o que involucre calumnia a una persona ® plagiar ¢ enviar correo fraudulento ® usar la computadora
o buzén de otro usuario sin autorizacion ® cabildear ante un funcionario electo® hacer campafa a favor de un
candidato politico * promover una causa personal, social, religiosa o politica, independientemente de su
contenido * buscar o usar sitios en el web que involucren grupos xenofébicos o material racial o sexualmente
ofensivo ® apostar *enviar intencionalmente programas que estan infectados con virus de computadoras
*promover iniciativas para obtener ganancias personales ¢ participar en actividades que promuevan actividades
de computacién que sean delictivas o ilegales, incluyendo, pero no limitado a, anunciar o revelar contrasefias,
nimeros de tarjetas de crédito o de otras cuentas, al igual que las vulnerabilidades del sistema ¢ infringir
cualquier derecho de autor o de propiedad intelectual ¢ enviar correos masivos de naturaleza no oficial

* violar cualquier acuerdo que permita el uso de programas de computacion, especialmente a través de la
distribucion de dichos programas ® participar en cartas en cadena ® revelar informacion oficial de caracter
confidencial

Adicionalmente, el personal del Smithsonian no debera permitir que el equipo de computacion y los
sistemas de comunicacion electronica de la Institucién sean usados por individuos que no son
miembros del personal, salvo que dicho uso sea autorizado por un supervisor. Si tiene alguna
