Director Ira Rubinoff and Héctor Montemayor, director of the Technological University of
Panama, signed a renewable 5-year collaboration agreement to join efforts in the areas of research,
training and outreach programs, on Wednesday, September 20. The agreement allows the exchange
of personnel and students for research activities, the use of facilities for training programs, and the
access to the libraries. The initial areas of mutual interest include the study of biological corrosive
agents, hydric monitoring, water quality, geographic information systems, and environmental
education programs to promote conservation of the Panama Canal watershed.
